RESOLUTION 2018-489
A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND ADOPTING THE FINAL REPORT OF THE SPECIAL COMMITTEE ON THE FUTURE OF JEA, DATED JUNE 27, 2018; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, on February 20, 2018, Council President Brosche convened a five-member Special Committee on the Potential Sale of JEA; and

WHEREAS, the charge of the Special Committee was to: understand all aspects and implications (who, what, when, where, and why) of a potential sale of JEA, and the roles that various parties to such a potential sale will play in the process; conduct necessary meetings and hearings to gather the relevant facts the entire City Council should consider in its decision(s) related to a potential sale of JEA; offer monthly (or more frequent, as necessary) updates as to the progress of this work to the City Council at its regular meetings; and make recommendations to ensure a transparent and open process for the citizens of Jacksonville as to the consideration of a potential sale of JEA; and
WHEREAS, on April 19, 2018, a revised charge memo was issued by the Council President which changed the name of the Committee to the “Special Committee on the Future of JEA,” expanded the membership to include all Council Members, and changed the charge to the following two items:  understand JEA’s role in the consolidated government, contributions to the City of Jacksonville, governance practices, and future in the context of both changing technology and regulatory environment; and conduct necessary meetings and hearings to gather the relevant facts the entire City Council should consider in its responsibility to represent the citizens and taxpayers of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, many hours were spent by the Committee members in taking testimony, asking questions, reading reports, and deliberating in order to produce a report based on the charged items as requested by the Council President (the “Report”); and
WHEREAS, the last meeting date of the Special Committee, at which meeting the Report was to be voted upon, was scheduled on the day after the last City Council meeting of the Council year; and

WHEREAS, although a quorum (9 members) was thought to be available at the time of the meeting, a quorum could not be achieved, and thus the Report could not be officially acted upon by the Special Committee; and
WHEREAS, the information contained in the Report is of benefit to the citizens of Jacksonville today, and it will be in the future; and

WHEREAS, in recognition of the time and energy spent by all the Committee members, those who testified, and those who prepared informational documents considered by the Committee, the Report should be considered by the Council and adopted; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The Jacksonville City Council does hereby recognize and adopt the Final Report of the Special Committee on the Future of JEA, dated June 27, 2018, attached hereto as Exhibit 1.




Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
