RESOLUTION 2018-492-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING THE DUVAL COUNTY 4-H CLUB HORSE QUIZ BOWL WINNERS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the State 4-H Horse Bowl is a quiz contest made up of questions pertaining to horse topics. Pairs of four-person teams compete against each other responding to questions asked by a contest moderator. The Duval County 2018 Horse Quiz Bowl winners were Abigail Wilson, Virginia Barnett, Sarah Bryant and Caraline Coombs; and

WHEREAS, Abigail Wilson has been in 4-H for 5 years 
and what she loves most about 4-H is its diversity. She values variety of different opportunities in 4-H, which span from the field of agriculture to interests in the legislature. In the future, Abigail wants to work in the medical field, either as a biomedical researcher or as a surgeon; and

WHEREAS, Virginia Barnett has been in 4-H for nine years and her favorite thing about 4-H is how it encourages and assists its members in gaining responsibility for being involved with their interests and other people with the same interests. She also values how 4-H encourages all its members to take on leadership roles. In the future, Virginia plans to attend a four year university and to major in animal science so she can attend veterinarian school and go on to work to keep farm animals healthy and to hopefully work with a public health association; and
WHEREAS, Sarah Bryant has been in 4-H for 6 years and she has been involved with the Horse Program for all 6 years. Sarah has held an executive office for all 6 years. She has shown horses in 4-H for 4 years and during those 4 years she has qualified for state 3 times and qualified for regionals once. Sarah has also participated in horse judging, hippology, and quiz bowl and after high school she will be attending the University of North Florida with the intent to major in nursing; and 
WHEREAS, Caraline Coombs is entering her senior year at Trinity Christian Academy and she is a member of the National Honor Society and will serve as the Chapter Secretary during 2018-2019. Caraline has been in 4-H since 2010, and she has held many leadership roles in the club (Westside Wrangles 4-H), as well as President during 2017-2018 and again during the 2018-2019 year. Caraline has competed in many 4-H events locally, at the Jacksonville Fair and at the state level. Caraline has a passion for horses and rodeo and she has been a member of the Southern Junior Rodeo Association since 2011, and she has won several championship belt buckles and saddles. She plans to attend the University of Florida and wants to become a Doctor of Veterinary Radiology; and
