RESOLUTION 2018-493-A
A RESOLUTION COMMENDING HABITAT FOR HUMANITY of Jacksonville (HABIJAX) FOR THEIR THIRTY YEARS OF SERVICE THROUGH ADVOCACY, THE CONSTRUCTION OF AFFORDABLE HOUSING AND COMMUNITY IMPROVEMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, in March of 1988, Habitat for Humanity of Jacksonville, Inc. (HabiJax) was formed, and became one of more than 1,400 Habitat for Humanity International affiliates in the United States, and embarked on the mission to create a world where everyone has a decent place to live; and


WHEREAS, Habitat for Humanity brings communities together to build homes and foster hope, and through community engagement HabiJax believes that cities may be transformed into places where all residents, neighborhoods and businesses collaborate in sustainable development; and


WHEREAS, HabiJax is one of the largest non-profit affordable housing builders in Duval County, and is a staunch advocate for fair housing policies, and has provided homeownership opportunities and other housing services to more than 2,000 families;
WHEREAS, HabiJax strengthens the local economy by increasing construction jobs and property tax revenues, and engages teams of volunteers who dedicate their time to community revitalization. Housing stability is beneficial to the health and safety of residents and neighborhoods; and 

WHEREAS, during HabiJax’s thirty years of building communities in Jacksonville, the city has seen improvements from the construction of affordable homes in the Urban Core and the surrounding areas. Reforming these neighborhoods improves the quality of life for the residents and for the city as a whole; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commends Habitat for Humanity of Jacksonville for thirty years of service and for striving to provide affordable housing, revitalizing neighborhoods and strengthening local communities.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
