RESOLUTION 2018-495-A
A RESOLUTION COMMENDING KEN JEFFERSON FOR HIS YEARS OF PUBLIC SERVICE IN JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Ken Jefferson was born as one of seven children to Katie and Theotis Jefferson, and was raised in Jacksonville, Florida. Mr. Jefferson earned his master’s degree in theology and an honorary doctorate from St. Thomas Christian University. Together with his wife Rhonda, Mr. Jefferson raised five children and has dedicated his life to public service; and

WHEREAS, in 1986 Mr. Jefferson was hired by the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office, and throughout his career he held numerous leadership roles within the organization and the community. During his twenty-four years with JSO, Ken Jefferson was a Patrol Officer, Field Training Officer, Administrative Detective in the Inspections and Accreditation Unit, Academy Staff Instructor, Burglary Detective, Sex Crimes Detective, and Police Recruiter.  He was also a Federal Program Coordinator in charge of the Drug Education for Youth Program, where he taught and mentored at risk youth; and


WHEREAS, Ken Jefferson served as the JSO Public Information Officer for five years, and was named the Public Information Officer of the Year by the Florida Law Enforcement Public Information Officer’s Association in 2006-2007 and in 2007-2008; and

WHEREAS, after his years with the Sheriff’s Office, Mr. Jefferson became the Crime and Safety Expert for Action News Jax, FOX 30/CBS 47, appearing daily to share his law enforcement expertise and tips on crime prevention. Mr. Jefferson founded the Jefferson Consulting Group, where he conducts workshops on self-empowerment, safety concerns for children and senior adults, and ways to enhance communication between government agencies and the public. Ken Jefferson has also served as a civic leader on the boards of numerous community groups, such as the Justice Coalition, Operation Save Our Sons, Project SOS, Keiser University, Girls Inc., Johnson Family YMCA, Clara White Mission, and Prisoners of Christ Ministry; now therefore
