The shop has been a fixture on University Boulevard and contributes generously to community causes and events; and

WHEREAS, David Unkelbach, a loving husband and father, was extremely active, loved riding his motorcycle, playing tennis and camping, and was an eternal optimist about life right up to the day of his recent untimely passing; now therefore
