ORDINANCE 2018-509
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $1,500,000 FROM THE NORTHWEST JACKSONVILLE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT TRUST FUND TO PROVIDE a grant to Clara White Mission, Inc. (“COMPANY”) FOR the White Harvest Farm Project, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 18-091; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING EXECUTION OF DOCUMENTS BY THE MAYOR OR HIS DESIGNEE AND CORPORATION SECRETARY; AUTHORIZING APPROVAL OF TECHNICAL AMENDMENTS BY THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OF THE OED; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE office of economic development; WAIVING CERTAIN GUIDELINES APPROVED AND ADOPTED BY ORDINANCE 2016-779-E and 2016-382-E;  INVOKING THE EXCEPTION TO SECTION 126.107(G), ORDINANCE CODE; providing a carryover of funds FROM YEAR TO YEAR UNTIL SUCH FUNDS ARE EXPENDED OR LAPSE ACCORDING TO THE AGREEMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Whereas, certain reports have indicated that in Duval County, there are 177,000 food insecure individuals, which include children and families, senior citizens and veterans; and 

WHEREAS, a recent study on the effects of food deserts found that communities that lack access to fresh, healthy foods will likely exhibit increased premature death and chronic health conditions; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1. 
Appropriation.
For the 2018-2019 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation: the appropriation above is appropriating $1,500,000 from the Northwest Jacksonville Economic Development Trust Fund to Clara White Mission, Inc. to provide a grant for the White Harvest Farm Project.  

Section 2. 
Purpose. 
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to Clara White Mission, Inc., to prepare and develop and approximately 14.5 acre site in Northwest Jacksonville for the White Harvest Farms project. Funding will help offset the costs associated with design, permitting and construction of capital improvements related to White Harvest Farms, to include an educational facility/classrooms, fencing, market area, irrigation, parking areas, greenhouse, processing center, and pedestrian bridge. 

Section 3.
 
Clara White Mission, Inc. ($1,500,000) authorizing Direct Contracting and invoking the exception to 126.107(g), Ordinance Code.                  

1. Approval and authorization to execute. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute a grant agreement, in accordance with Chapter 118, Ordinance Code, with Clara White Mission, Inc. to appropriate $1,500,000 for the 2018-2019 fiscal year to be used for the White Harvest Farm Project to prepare for and develop an approximately 14.5 acre site in Northwest Jacksonville, as more fully described in Exhibit 2 attached hereto.   

2. Invoking the exception to Sec. 126.107(g), Ordinance Code. The City is hereby authorized to enter into a grant agreement with Clara White Mission, Inc. to provide funding to Clara White Mission for the White Harvest Farm Project in conjunction with their community and human resources. Pursuant to Section 126.107(g), Ordinance Code, such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation. With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect.
Section 2.   
Oversight Department.
The Office of Economic Development shall oversee the project described herein.

Section 3. 
Waiver of Guidelines. The following requirements of the Project Evaluation Criteria for the Northwest Jacksonville Economic Development Fund (“NWJEDF”) adopted by City Council Ordinance 2016-779-E and 2016-382-E, as it relates to the Northwest Public Investment Policy are hereby waived; specifically that the City of Jacksonville Public Investment Policy (i) funds be limited to 25% of the total project cost; (ii) grants be limited to 10% of the project costs and not be more than $600,000; and (iii) require a minimum number of jobs created.
Section 4. 
Designation of Authorized Official/OED Contract Monitor.  The Mayor is designated as the authorized official of the City for the purpose of executing and delivering any contracts, notes and documents and furnishing such information, data and documents for the Agreement as may be required and otherwise to act as the authorized official of the City in connection with the Agreement, and is further authorized to designate one or more other officials of the City to exercise any of the foregoing authorizations and to furnish or cause to be furnished such information and take or cause to be taken such action as may be necessary to enable the City to implement the Agreement according to its terms.  The OED is hereby required to administer and monitor the Agreement and to handle the City's responsibilities thereunder, including the City's responsibilities under the Agreement working with and supported by all relevant City departments.

Section 5.  
Further Authorizations.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary, are hereby authorized to execute the Agreement and all other contracts and documents and otherwise take all necessary action in connection therewith and herewith. The Executive Director of the OED, as contract administrator, is authorized to negotiate and execute all necessary changes and amendments to the Agreement and other contracts and documents, to effectuate the purposes of this Ordinance, without further Council action, provided such changes and amendments are limited to amendments that are technical in nature (as described in Section 6 hereof), and further provided that all such amendments shall be subject to appropriate legal review and approval by the General Counsel, or his or her designee, and all other appropriate official action required by law.
Section 6. 
Carryover.  The funds appropriated hereby shall not lapse but shall carryover as appropriated from year to year until such funds are expended or lapse according to the terms of the Economic Development Agreement.  

Section 7. 

Effective Date.   This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
