ORDINANCE 2018-527
An ordinance appropriating AN ADDITIONAL $86,211.00 FROM THE U. S. DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES TO THE EMERGENCY HOME ENERGY ASSISTANCE FOR THE ELDERLY PROGRAM (“EHEAP”) GRANT TO PROVIDE CONTINUITY OF SERVICE FOR THE EXTENDED PERIOD OF SERVICE OF THE GRANT, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 18-090; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; providing an effective date.

Explanation of Appropriation

The funding above is a grant of additional funds from the U. S. Department of Health and Human Services. The grant was listed in Ordinance 2016-506-E on the B1a schedule and requires no match.

The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide continuity of service for an extended period of service for the grant. The original grant period was from April 1, 2017, through March 31, 2018; with the additional appropriation, the grant has been extended to September 30, 2018.
