ORDINANCE 2018-530
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION AND ASSOCIATED ROADWAY MARKERS; ESTABLISHING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION ON BUTLER STREET EXTENDING FROM AVENUE B TO KINWOOD AVENUE FOR MARGARET CLAYTON DAY; PROVIDING FOR THE INSTALLATION OF TWO HONORARY ROADWAY MARKERS TO BE LOCATED IN APPROPRIATE LOCATIONS ON THE DESIGNATED ROADWAY IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 8; HONORING THE LEGACY OF MARGARET CLAYTON DAY AND RECOGNIZING THE ACHIEVEMENTS OF MARGARET CLAYTON DAY; WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105(I)(3), ORDINANCE CODE, REGARDING PERSONS FOR WHOM HONORARY STREET DESIGNATIONS MAY BE NAMED; DIRECTING LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO FORWARD THE ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Margaret Clayton Day, a native of Jacksonville, received a bachelor’s degree from Florida A & M University (“FAMU”) in 1952; and

WHEREAS, Margaret Clayton Day dedicated the majority of her remarkable teaching career for close to 40 years in the Duval County School System; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. Day commendably served in several Duval schools starting at Wesconnett Elementary, Moncrief Elementary and Forest Park Elementary Schools; and 

WHEREAS, in the 1960’s, Margaret Clayton Day was a member of the first class of African American teachers to integrate Normandy Village Elementary School;

WHEREAS, in 1991, Mrs. Day retired, after serving as a Sixth Grade teacher at Carter G. Woodson Elementary School for more than 25 years; and
WHEREAS, during her tenure at Carter G. Woodson Elementary School, Mrs. Day received the Teacher of the Year Award in 1973 as well as served as the School Patrol sponsor there for 25 years; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. Day was also active in civic organizations such as serving as President of the William M. Raines Band Booster Club, and serving as the Director of the A.L.Lewis YWCA Summer Camp; and
WHEREAS, in 1992 Margaret Clayton Day was appointed to the Airport Development Project where she was elected as Secretary, and served on the Project for 8 years; and 

WHEREAS, Mrs. Day was a member of the Alpha Upsilon Zeta Chapter of Zeta Phi Beta Sorority, Inc.; and
WHEREAS, in addition to her commendable teaching career, Margaret Clayton Day is equally known as the first scorer to serve at the Annual Bob Hayes Track and Field Meet starting in 1968; and

WHEREAS, thereafter, Mrs. Day continued to train new scorers, and on numerous occasions, along with her husband, Mrs. Day provided necessary funds to establish and continue the Track Meet from year to year; and

WHEREAS, to place the tenacity of Mrs. Day’s dedication to the Bob Hayes Track and Field Meet in perspective, on one particular day, an antenna tumbled from the stadium press box, and injured Mrs. Day. Not to be deterred from this incident, and after she returned from the hospital with 10 stitches, Mrs. Day immediately resumed her task as the scorer for the Track Meet; and  
WHEREAS, Margaret Clayton Day passed away in 2011; and
WHEREAS, on May 2, 2018 and June 19, 2018, the Planning and Development Department mailed written notifications to affected property owners concerning the proposed honorary street, and requested their written consent or objection to the proposed honorary street designation (See attached Exhibit 1); and

WHEREAS, because the sole property owner, the Duval County School Board, whose address is assigned to the street designated for honorary markers did not return the requested form to the Planning and Development Department, the Duval County School Board is deemed to have consented to the honorary designation of the street; and

WHEREAS, a private donor has remitted funds to satisfy the cost for the honorary markers (See attached Exhibit 2); and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the accomplishments of Margaret Clayton Day are worthy and deserving of a form of recognition that the City of Jacksonville and Margaret Clayton Day’s family, friends, and colleagues can share and celebrate in, to wit: the creation of an honorary street designation and the installation of two appropriate honorary roadway markers on Butler Street extending from Avenue B to Kinwood Avenue in Council District 8; now therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Butler Street to receive an honorary street designation for Margaret Clayton Day. Butler Street extending from Avenue B to Kinwood Avenue in Council District 8 shall hereby be designated as contemplated by Section 745.105(j), Ordinance Code, for Margaret Clayton Day. A map of the road designation is attached hereto as Exhibit 3.

Section 2.

Honorary Roadside Markers for Margaret Clayton Day to be installed. Two honorary roadway memorial markers, as contemplated by Section 745.105 (j), Ordinance Code, recognizing and honoring Margaret Clayton Day shall be placed in appropriate locations on Butler Street.
Section 3. 
Waiver of Section 745.105(i)(3). Section 745.105(i)(3), Ordinance Code, requiring the approval of honorary designations only for persons residing within 5 miles of the location of the designation for a period of 10 years is hereby waived due to the fact that the honoree served as a loyal teacher for a number of years at Carter G. Woodson Elementary School, which is actually located at 2334 Butler Street, and within 5 miles of the location of the honorary designation.  

Section 4.

Directing Legislative Services to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department. The Chief of Legislative Services is requested to send a copy of this legislation, once enacted, to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with the Public Works Department, Traffic Engineering Division and other affected agencies and organizations.

Section 5.

Effective Date.
This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
