An ordinance appropriating $590,235.46 FROM THE florida department of state, division of elections to the supervisor of elections (soe) office to provide grant funding for enhancing cybersecurity of election technology and the election system FOR the upcoming general election, as initiated by Revised B.T. 18-092; authorizing the supervisor of elections, or his designee, and corporation secretary to execute and deliver on behalf of the city, the grant AWARD agreement between the florida department of state, division of elections and the city of jacksonville; providing for oversight by the supervisor of elections; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE UPON INTRODUCTION; providing an effective date   

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2017-2018 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation: 

The funding above is being appropriated from the Federal Elections Security Grant disbursed to the Florida Department of State, Division of Elections, to be disbursed to the local supervisors of election to strengthen cybersecurity for Duval County’s election system, to enhance election technology and to facilitate cybersecurity training for local election officials. No match is required. 


Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding from the Elections Security Grant under the Help America Vote Act (HAVA) for the purpose of: strengthening the implementation of cybersecurity for election systems, enhance election technology, facilitate cybersecurity training for local election officials, implement established cybersecurity best practices for election systems, and continuing election administration activities including, but not limited to, voter education, poll worker training, and standardizing elections results reporting. No City funding match is required. 
Section 3.

Approval and authorization. 
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City the Grant Award Agreement between the Florida Department of State, Division of Elections and the City of Jacksonville, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.


Section 4.

Oversight Department. The Duval County Supervisor of Elections Office shall oversee the use of the funds described herein.

Section 5. 
Requesting emergency passage upon introduction pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage upon introduction of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that this appropriation is from a Federal Elections Security Grant which was awarded in July 2018 and a memorandum of agreement between the Supervisor of Elections and the Department of State was signed on July 17, 2018; the funds from the grant must be expended by the Supervisor of Elections prior to the General Election on November 6, 2018. Funding not spent by this date will revert back to the Department of State. As such, it is urgent that the funds be appropriated and expended as soon as possible, so that maximum use of the funds can be made in accordance with the grant requirements.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
