The Transportation, Energy & Utilities Committee offers the following first amendment to File No. 2018-563:
(1) On page 1, line 7, after “CDD”)”, insert “INCLUDING THE GRANT OF SPECIAL POWERS”; 
and

(2) On page 1, line 26, strike “a dependent” and insert “an independent”; and
(3) On page 1, lines 28 through 31, strike in their entirety, and insert the following:

“WHEREAS, as required by Section 92.07(a), Ordinance Code, the Office of General Counsel prepared an Initial Report of Counsel, attached hereto as Exhibit 1.  In the opinion of Counsel as contained in the Initial Report, the Petition as submitted was not sufficient and complete to permit the fair and informed consideration of the matter by the Council, thus the Initial Report requested clarification and additional information regarding the Petition; and

WHEREAS, the Petitioner provided the requested clarification and additional information, which is now contained in the Amended Petition, that is on file with the Legislative Services Division as part of this ordinance; and
WHEREAS, as required by Section 92.07(b), Ordinance Code, the Office of General Counsel prepared the Final Report of Counsel, attached hereto as Exhibit 2, which memorializes that in the opinion of Counsel the Petition as amended, the “Amended Petition”, was sufficient and complete to permit the fair and informed consideration of the matter by the City Council, and that all the statements contained in the Amended Petition not intended to be disposed of by the Planning and Development Department’s report and recommendation, were true and correct; and
WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department’s report and recommendation has now been provided to the Council as required by Section 92.07(c), Ordinance Code, and is attached hereto as Exhibit 3; and”; and
(4) On page 3, line 11½, insert a new Section 4 to read as follows:

“Section 4.
Grant of Special Powers.
The following special powers, pursuant to Sec. 190.012(2), Florida Statutes, are hereby granted to the District CDD to plan, establish, acquire, construct or reconstruct, enlarge or extend, equip, operate and maintain additional systems and facilities for:

(1)
Parks and facilities for indoor and outdoor recreational, cultural, and educational uses in accordance with Section 190.012(2)(a), Florida Statutes;

(2) 
Fire prevention and control, including fire stations, water mains and plugs, fire trucks, and other vehicles and equipment in accordance with Section 190.012(2)(b), Florida Statutes;

(3)
School buildings and related structures and site improvements in accordance with Section 190.012(2)(c), Florida Statutes; and

(4)
Security, including, but not limited to, guardhouses, fences and gates, electronic intrusion-detection systems, and patrol cars, when authorized by proper governmental agencies in accordance with Section 190.012(d), Florida Statutes.  The District CDD may contract for security services in the future, but this is not intended to be a gated community.”; and

(5) On page 3, line 13, strike “92.02” and insert “92.22”; and

(6) On page 3, line 27, after “2018-563-E” strike “.” and insert “, and was granted consent to exercise the following special powers to plan, establish, acquire, construct or reconstruct, enlarge or extend, equip, operate and maintain additional systems and facilities for:

(1)
Parks and facilities for indoor and outdoor recreational, cultural, and educational uses;

(2) 
Fire prevention and control, including fire stations, water mains and plugs, fire trucks, and other vehicles and equipment;

(3)
School buildings and related structures and site improvements; and

(4)
Security, including, but not limited to, guardhouses, fences and gates, electronic intrusion-detection systems, and patrol cars, when authorized by proper governmental agencies in accordance with Section 190.012(d), Florida Statutes.  The District CDD may contract for security services in the future, but this is not intended to be a gated community.”; and


(7) Attach Exhibit 3.

(8) Renumber the remaining Sections.
(9) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
