ORDINANCE 2018-572-W
AN ORDINANCE REQUESTING THE DUVAL COUNTY SUPERVISOR OF ELECTIONS TO establish new EARLY VOTING polling locations at THE university of north florida  AND EDWARD WATERS COLLEGE campusES, to be effective starting WITH the november 6, 2018 general election, IN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, DUVAL COUNTY, FLORIDA, PURSUANT TO SECTION 101.657, FLORIDA STATUTES; aUTHORIZING TRANSFER OF $30,000 FROM THE COUNCIL OPERATING CONTINGENCY TO PAY FOR THE ADDITIONAL EARLY VOTING LOCATIONS; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS INTO THE 2018-2019 FISCAL YEAR; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the creation of on-campus, early voting polling locations will make it easier for students without vehicles to participate in the election process; and

WHEREAS, an on-campus early voting polling location may enable more students, faculty and visitors to take interest in their own communities; and 

WHEREAS, the easier it is to vote, the more likely more students will vote; and

WHEREAS, an on-campus early voting polling location may assist students not familiar with the voting process to properly comply with election laws to ensure their ballots get counted; and 
WHEREAS, an on-campus early voting polling location may be a reminder to the students about the upcoming election so they would not miss the election deadlines; and

WHEREAS, an on-campus early voting polling location may encourage students to become engaged in civic issues and the election process; and


WHEREAS, an on-campus early voting polling location may encourage professors and faculty to remind students about Election Day and thereby increase voter turnout.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1. 
Requesting the Duval County Supervisor of Elections to create new early voting polling locations on college campuses at the University of North Florida and Edward Waters College, beginning with the November 6, 2018 General Election period; requesting recommendation and approval from the Supervisor of Elections. Pursuant to Section 101.657 Florida Statutes, the county Supervisor of Elections may create early voting locations for voting in the county at his discretion at outside locations other than the main or branch offices of the Supervisor of Elections.  The Duval County Supervisor of Elections has currently established 18 early voting locations throughout the County; however no early voting sites are located on any of the numerous local college campuses. As such, the Council, acting as the governing body for Duval County, has determined that it is important for early voting polling locations to be located on some college campuses in Duval County.  Therefore, the Council requests a positive recommendation and approval of the Duval County Supervisor of Elections to establish two new early voting polling locations at the University of North Florida and Edward Waters College, to be effective for the November 6, 2018 General Election and continuing thereafter for all special, primary and general elections conducted after passage.
Section 2.

(c) Explanation of Appropriation: 

The funding above is being appropriated from the Council Operating Contingency to the Supervisor of Elections Office for costs related to two additional early voting sites.

Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 2 is to transfer funding to the Duval County Supervisor of Elections to fund the costs associated with adding two additional early voting sites at the University of North Florida and Edward Waters College for the November 6, 2018 General Election period. 

Section 4.

Carryover. The funds appropriated in Section 1 of this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2018-2019.

Section 5.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
