ORDINANCE 2018-573
AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING THE FISCAL YEAR 2017-2018 BUDGETS FOR THE JACKSONVILLE INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY (“JIA/CRA”), THE KingSoutel COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY (“KSC/CRA”), THE RENEW ARLINGTON cOMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY (“RA/CRA”), AND THE DOWNTOWN INVESTMENT AUTHORITY (“DIA”) AS COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY FOR THE TWO DOWNTOWN CRAS; AMENDING ORDINANCE 2017-504-E (THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE BUDGET ORDINANCE FOR 2017-2018) TO REVISE THE JIA/CRA AND THE DIA BUDGETS to recognize additional revenue; AMENDING ORDINANCE 2017-504-E TO REALLOCATE REVENUE WITHIN THE JIA/CRA, THE KSC/CRA AND THE RA/CRA AND THE DIA BUDGETS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, on August 14, 2018, the JIA/CRA Board approved Resolution JIA/CRA 2018-01 amending the 2017-2018 budget to reflect a $90,405.00 increase in revenue gained through ad valorem taxes, and to reallocate unexpended revenue. The resolution of the JIA/CRA Board is attached hereto as Exhibit 1; 
WHEREAS, on August 14, 2018, the KSC/CRA Board approved Resolution KSC/CRA 2018-01 amending the 2017-2018 budget to reflect a $1,710.62 net increase in revenue gained, and to reallocate unexpended revenue. The resolution of the KSC/CRA Board is attached hereto as Exhibit 2;

WHEREAS, on August 14, 2018, the RA/CRA Board approved Resolution RA/CRA 2018-02 amending the 2017-2018 budget to reflect a $393.00 increase in revenue gained, and to reallocate unexpended revenue. The resolution of the RA/CRA Board is attached hereto as Exhibit 3; 

WHEREAS, on August 15, 2018, the DIA approved Resolution 2018-08-01  amending the 2017-2018 budget to reflect a $285,262 increase in revenue gained in the Northbank CRA which will be allocated toward Retail Enhancement Program, and a $9,450 increase in revenue gained in the Southbank CRA which will be allocated toward the Waterfront Activation Project. The DIA Resolution is attached hereto as Exhibit 4; now therefore 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.  
Amending 2017-504-E, 2017-2018 Budget Ordinance, to revise the JIA/CRA budget as approved by the JIA/CRA Board.  Ordinance 2017-504-E, is hereby amended, in part, to revise the Jacksonville International Airport Community Redevelopment Agency 2017-2018 budget. The revised JIA/CRA 2017-2018 budget as approved by the JIA/CRA Board is attached hereto as Exhibit 1, and is by this reference, made a part of Ordinance 2017-504-E and replaces the previous JIA/CRA budget that is currently part of that Ordinance. Pursuant to Exhibit 1, any funds remaining after all obligations have been paid shall be allocated to the Dunn Avenue/Armsdale Road Intersection Improvement Project for fiscal year 2018/2019.

Purpose.  The amended budget approved by the JIA/CRA Board referenced in Section 1 above provides the following changes to the original budget: (1) appropriated $90,405 of Ad Valorem Taxes received during the 2017-2018 fiscal year; (2) appropriate $5,000 from Operating Expenses, $563,190 from Reserves, 293,393 from Misc. Non-departmental Expenditures, and the additional ad valorem revenue of $90,405, for a total of $951,988 which will be allocated toward the following: $350,000 for the Duval Road PD&E Study; $300,000 for the Marsh Hen Drive Road Improvements Project; and $301,988 for the Dunn Avenue/Armsdale Road Intersection Improvements Project.

The revised KSC/CRA 2017-2018 budget as approved by the KSC/CRA Board is attached hereto as Exhibit 2, and is by this reference, made a part of Ordinance 2017-504-E and replaces the previous KSC/CRA budget that is currently part of that Ordinance. Pursuant to Exhibit 2, any funds remaining after all obligations have been paid shall be allocated to the Dunn Avenue/Armsdale Road Intersection Improvement Project for fiscal year 2018/2019.

Section 12.

Purpose. Carryover of Appropriated Funds. The reallocated funds budgeted in the 2017-2018 fiscal year referenced in the attached Resolutions shall not lapse at the end of the current fiscal year but shall carry over into fiscal year 2018-2019.  Additionally, any balances remaining for carryovers authorized by Ordinance 2017-601-E shall not lapse at the end of the year but shall carry over into 2018-19.
