Bill Summary: The ordinance amends Section 95.103 (Membership; terms; composition), Chapter 95 (Jacksonville Waterways Commission), Ordinance Code, to include representatives of certain entities to liaison with the Jacksonville Waterways Commission.
Background Information:  Per Ordinance Code, there are thirteen (13) members appointed to the Jacksonville Waterways Commission.  The Ordinance Code provides the Council President the authority to request that one member of the Planning Commission and one member of the Environmental Protection Board attend the Commission meetings and participate and advise the Commission in an Ex-Officio capacity.  This amendment would enable the Council President to request representatives of the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission, United States Coast Guard, the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, the Florida Department of Environmental Protection, the St. Johns River Water Management District, Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office Marine Division, Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department Marine Division and other entities that could be helpful to the Commission to be send representatives as liaisons.  As liaisons, they would not have a vote.
