RESOLUTION 2018-602
A RESOLUTION DESIGNATING A BROWNFIELD AREA ALONG KINGS AVENUE/NORTH PHILIPS HIGHWAY, BETWEEN OLEVIA STREET AND RIVER OAKS ROAD, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 5; AUTHORIZING REHABILITATION AGREEMENTS WITH THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION; DIRECTING NOTIFICATION TO THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.



WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 376.80, Florida Statutes, the City of Jacksonville may propose an area for brownfield designation, and hereby proposes such an area for brownfield designation for the parcels listed in Exhibit 1, attached hereto, and depicted on the map, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 (Subject Property); and

WHEREAS, the Subject Property is contiguous to previously designated brownfield areas, as described in the Planning and Development Department Staff Report attached hereto as Exhibit 3, and depicted on the map, attached hereto as Exhibit 4; and


WHEREAS, in the Planning and Development Department Staff Report, attached hereto as Exhibit 3, the Planning and Development Department recommends approval of the proposed brownfield area for the Subject Property, to be designated as the “Kings Avenue/North Philips Highway Brownfield Area”; and
WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville has complied with all procedural requirements in Section 376.80, Florida Statutes, including any required notices and public hearings; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 376.80(2)(a), Florida Statutes, at a public hearing to designate the proposed brownfield area, the City Council, acting as the jurisdictional local government, considered (1) whether the brownfield area warrants economic development and has a reasonable potential for such activities; (2) whether the proposed area to be designated represents a reasonably focused approach and is not overly large in geographic coverage; (3) whether the area has potential to interest the private sector in participating in rehabilitation; and (4) whether the area contains sites or parts of sites suitable for limited recreational open space, cultural, or historical preservation purposes; and 
WHEREAS, finding in the affirmative for the criteria listed above, the City Council hereby exercises its authority to designate and adopt the Kings Avenue/North Philips Highway Brownfield Area, as stated herein; now, therefore 
BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Findings. The City Council, acting as the jurisdictional local government pursuant to Section 376.80, Florida Statutes, finds the preamble hereof to be true and correct and hereby adopts the same as its findings of fact.

Section 2.

Designation.  For the purposes of the Brownfields Redevelopment Act, Sections 376.77–376.85, Florida Statutes, and as listed in Exhibit 1, attached hereto, and depicted on the map, attached hereto as Exhibit 2, the Subject Property is hereby designated as a Brownfield Area. For purposes of the City of Jacksonville Brownfields Program, this Brownfield Area shall be designated as the “Kings Avenue/North Philips Highway Brownfield Area.”  This designation shall not, however, render the City of Jacksonville liable: for the cost of site rehabilitation or source removal, as those terms are defined in Section 376.79, Florida Statutes; for other costs in excess of those attributable to the City of Jacksonville as administrator of a Brownfields Program; or, as a property owner if the City of Jacksonville hereafter acquires any realty within the designated Brownfield Area. 
Section 3.

Authorization to enter rehabilitation agreements. Any owner, or successor or assign, of the Subject Property is authorized to negotiate a Brownfield Site Rehabilitation Agreement with the Florida Department of Environmental Protection, or a local pollution control program.  Such owner, successor or assign, of the Subject Property shall notify the City of Jacksonville Brownfield Coordinator when such an agreement has been fully executed.

Section 4.

Notification to the Florida Department of Environmental Protection. Pursuant to Section 376.80(1)(c), Florida Statutes, within thirty (30) days after the adoption of this resolution, the Planning and Development Department shall notify the Florida Department of Environmental Protection, and the local pollution control program, if applicable, of the adoption of the Kings Avenue/North Philips Highway Brownfield Area.
Section 5.

Effective Date.  This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
