A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING COUNCIL MEMBER DOYLE CARTER FOR HIS YEARS OF SERVICE TO THE CITIZENS OF JACKSONVILLE AND PARTICULARLY TO THE CONSTITUENTS OF COUNCIL DISTRICT 12; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Doyle Carter, a lifelong resident of Jacksonville’s Westside, graduated from Ed White High School and owned and operated Cycle Accessories West, a successful Westside business, for over 29 years; and


WHEREAS, first elected to the City Council in the spring of 1999, Doyle served until 2003 before returning to the private sector to devote time to his young family and growing business.  With his children grown and his business sold, Doyle returned to his passion for public service and was re-elected to represent District 12 in 2011; and


WHEREAS, Doyle Carter was a passionate advocate for causes he particularly believed in, and was a tireless proponent of the interests of the rural parts of the city, of small businesses, of crime victims, of the military and veterans, and of Jacksonville’s Equestrian Center; and

WHEREAS, throughout his three terms on the Council, Doyle was an effective committee member, a fierce advocate for fair and equitable application of the rules of parliamentary procedure and of full and open debate on issues, and was the conscience of the Council in his role as Chaplain, offering wise words and continually encouraging the Council to serve all of its citizens fairly and honestly to the best of its ability; and


WHEREAS, his City Council colleagues will always be grateful for his friendship and small but important courtesies, particularly keeping the candy bowl and nut jar stocked in the Council Chambers, a touch that was much appreciated during long meetings; and
WHEREAS, Doyle Carter recently tendered his resignation from the City Council in order to offer himself as a candidate for the office of Tax Collector, and his Council colleagues wish to express their gratitude for his years of service to the Council and their appreciation for his friendship and wise counsel; now therefore
