ORDINANCE 2018-619-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $49,962.00 FROM THE STATE OF FLORIDA, DEPARTMENT OF STATE, DIVISION OF HISTORICAL RESOURCES TO CONTRACT WITH A PROFESSIONAL HISTORICAL PRESERVATION SPECIALIST/CONSULTANT TO CONDUCT A HISTORICAL RESOURCES SURVEY UPDATE AND SUBMIT FIVE NOMINATIONS TO THE NATIONAL REGISTER OF HISTORICAL PLACES, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 18-096; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Explanation of Appropriation.

The appropriation described above is funding from the State of Florida, Department of State, Division of Historical Resources. No City match is required. 


Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to fund a project entitled “Underrepresented Communities N R Nom.” Funds will be used to contract with a professional historical preservation specialist/consultant to organize and conduct a historical resources survey updated of a minimum of 50 historic structures. The survey will consist of research, field surveys, and the preparation of updated Florida Master Site File forms. In addition, a number of nominations to the National Register of Historical Places shall be submitted. A copy of the Agreement between the State of Florida, Department of State and City of Jacksonville has been placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services.
Section 3. 
Oversight Department. The Planning and Development Department shall oversee the project described herein.

Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
