AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, A LEASE AND USE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND Malivai WASHINGTON KIDS FOUNDATION, INC. (“MWKF”) FOR USE OF THAT CERTAIN PARCEL WITHIN EMMETT REED PARK, FOR THE PURPOSE OF ALLOWING MWKF TO CONSTRUCT, OPERATE, AND MAINTAIN A TEEN CENTER, SAID LEASE AND USE AGREEMENT BEING FOR A TERM COMMENCING UPON EXECUTION OF THE LEASE AND USE AGREEMENT AND EXPIRING MAY 31, 2035, WITH FOUR (4) FIVE-YEAR RENEWAL OPTIONS; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Lease and Use Agreement approved.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute and deliver, that certain Lease and Use Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Malivai Washington Kids Foundation, Inc. (MWKF), in substantially the same form placed Revised On File with the Office of Legislative Services, and any amendments extending the term thereof. Said Lease and Use Agreement shall commence on the date of the execution thereof and expire on May 31, 2035, with four (4) five-year renewal options.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the Lease and Use Agreement is to allow MWKF to construct, operate, and maintain a Teen Center providing youth activities and programming on a one acre parcel in Emmett Reed Park. MWKF has committed to the construction of the Teen Center in the amount of $2,500,000.00. Under the Lease and Use Agreement, City will lease the parcel of land to MWKF and grant it the right to use the parcel to construct, operate, and maintain the Teen Center. MWKF will fund 100% of the construction costs. Construction shall be in compliance with development plans approved in advance by City and in accordance with government requirements. MWKF will complete the construction by December 1, 2020.  The City will pay to prepare the parcel for construction. Any major maintenance and repairs of the Teen Center during the term of the Lease and Use Agreement that exceed the amount of $500.00 will be reimbursed by the City.

Section 3.

Oversight Department.
The Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
