RESOLUTION 2018-632-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING UF HEALTH TRAUMAONE FOR BEING RECOGNIZED BY THE AMERICAN COLLEGE OF SURGEONS AS A LEVEL I TRAUMA CENTER; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, in 1983 UF Health TraumaOne 
opened in Jacksonville as the first trauma program in the state of Florida. Today, it is still the only adult and pediatric Level I trauma program in Northeast Florida and Southeast Georgia; and


WHEREAS, a Level I trauma center is one that is capable of providing total care for every aspect of injury, from prevention through rehabilitation. Trauma centers are evaluated every three years by the American College of Surgeons for their commitment, readiness, resources, and policies for optimal patient care; and

WHEREAS, UF Health TraumaOne serves more than 3,500 patients annually from Baker, Clay, Duval, Nassau, St. Johns, and Southeastern Georgia counties. The TraumaOne team is led by University of Florida faculty surgeons, who are experts in fields such as neurosurgery, orthopaedic trauma surgery and cardiothoracic surgery, and are available on campus 24 hours a day, seven days a week. The team of trauma surgeons is supported by specially trained nurses, paramedics and personnel equipped with the latest lifesaving technology; and
WHEREAS, in addition to the trauma center, UF Health TraumaOne also provides Flight Services and Trauma Prevention and Education. With three aeromedical ambulance helicopters, UF Health TraumaOne Flight Services can respond rapidly and transport patients within a 150-mile radius. In an effort to inform the public about ways to prevent traumatic injuries, UF Health Jacksonville’s Trauma Prevention Program reaches 15,000-20,000 people each year through lectures, activities and health fairs; and

WHEREAS, in 2018, UF Health TraumaOne received official verification of its Level I status from the American College of Surgeons, a distinction given only to trauma centers that meet the most stringent criteria. Becoming a verified Level I trauma center is a rigorous process made possible by the expertise of medical professionals who utilize the best resources available to save as many lives as possible; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends UF Health TraumaOne upon their recognition by the American College of Surgeons as a Level I trauma center. Level I trauma centers help save lives under extreme circumstances and UF Health TraumaOne in Jacksonville has proven itself to be among the very best in the country.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
