RESOLUTION 2018-634-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING JACKSONVILLE’S FIRST RESPONDERS FOR THEIR QUICK RESPONSE TO THE SHOOTING AT THE JACKSONVILLE LANDING, PARTICULARLY THE MEMBERS OF FIRE STATION #1, “THE ROCK”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, on August 26, 2018, the crew of Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department’s Station #1 – The Rock – was using a quiet Sunday to engage in a training exercise in a parking garage near the Jacksonville Landing when a disaster struck nearby; and


WHEREAS, as their training drew to a close, the firefighters heard a commotion and witnessed patrons running from The Landing, some seriously injured and bleeding. The firefighters immediately sprang into action treating the injured, including some with gunshot wounds, and flagged down a passing police officer to spread the alarm; and


WHEREAS, in the crucial first moments after it became apparent that a mass shooting incident was occurring, members of Fire Station #1 entered The Landing, without any protective gear, to locate and remove more injured, direct panicked patrons to safety, and evaluate the situation for additional response; and

WHEREAS, scores of Sheriff’s deputies and additional Fire and Rescue personnel and emergency vehicles swarmed to the scene within a few minutes, treating and transporting the injured, evacuating and calming the uninjured, securing the scene, and beginning the investigation of the circumstances of the shooting; and

WHEREAS, the women and men of the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office and the Fire and Rescue Department once more demonstrated their heroism, their selfless devotion to protecting the lives of Jacksonville’s citizens, and their skill and training in responding quickly and effectively to a worst-case scenario, and the City is ever-grateful for their commitment to duty and service; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends Jacksonville’s first responders for their quick and effective response to the mass shooting at the Jacksonville Landing, and particularly commends the crew from Fire Station #1 –The Rock – who by happenstance were first on the scene and sprang into action immediately without concern for their personal safety to begin locating and treating the injured. The City once again expresses its heartfelt thanks to the brave men and women of the Sheriff’s Office and Fire and Rescue Department for all they do to preserve and protect the public’s safety.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
