Bill Summary: The ordinance approves and authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute and deliver the Dredging and Dredge Material Disposal License Agreement for Bartram Island and/or Buck Island or Future Upland Spoil Site between the Jacksonville Port Authority and the City of Jacksonville (the “Agreement”); it provides oversight by the Engineering and Construction Management Division of the Department of Public Works
Background Information: In its conduct of water oriented operations in the Jacksonville Harbor area, the City wants to use Bartram Island and/or Buck Island for a future upland spoil site for which the Jacksonville Port Authority has a monetary interest.  Periodically, the City performs dredging projects (such as the FIND Arlington River project).  This agreement allows the City to excavate dirt, silt, sands or rock and depositing such in containment areas.  The Agreement is required to enable the City to utilize the Port-owned spoil sites.  The City has to verify space availability with the Port prior to depositing any spoil material.

Fiscal Impact: Minimal.  The ordinance merely authorizes a license agreement.
