AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING AND/OR DISCLAIMING A PORTION OF THE RIGHT-OF-WAY OF IVES STREET, AN OPEN AND IMPROVED RIGHT-OF-WAY IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 9, ESTABLISHED IN PLAT BOOK 1, PAGE 132, JOHNSONS SUBDIVISION – HULL TRACT, OF THE  OFFICIAL RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, AT THE REQUEST OF DENNIS JACKSONVILLE, LLC, THE OWNER OF THE PROPERTY ON BOTH SIDES OF THE RIGHT-OF-WAY (THE “APPLICANT”), SUBJECT TO RESERVATION UNTO THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND JEA OF AN EASEMENT OVER THE RIGHT-OF-WAY FOR INGRESS AND EGRESS AND FOR ALL UTILITIES AND FACILITIES; PROVIDING FOR APPROVAL SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  A portion of the right-of-way of Ives Street, an open and improved right-of-way in Council District 9, established in Plat Book 1, Page 132, Johnsons Subdivision – Hull Tract, of the  Official Records of Duval County, a description of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, is hereby closed and abandoned and/or disclaimed as a right-of-way at the request of Dennis Jacksonville, LLC, the owner of the property on both sides of the right-of-way (the “Applicant”); provided, however, there is hereby reserved unto the City of Jacksonville and JEA an all utilities and facilities easement on, over, across, under, and through the right-of-way for ingress and egress and for all utilities and facilities, including but not limited to water, sewer, electric, and drainage. The right-of-way contains JEA, AT&T, and Comcast infrastructure, thus requiring reservation of the all utilities and facilities easement.

Section 2.

Purpose.
The closure and abandonment of this right-of-way is requested by Applicant to allow Applicant to consolidate its adjacent properties.  Applicant has paid a $2,091.00 closure application fee. There were no objections from city, state, and utility agencies to closure of the right-of-way. 

Section 3.

Hold Harmless Covenant.
The closure and abandonment by the City of its interest in the right-of-way is subject to the execution and delivery to the City by Applicant of a hold harmless covenant in substantially the same form attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. Accordingly, the closure and abandonment of the right-of-way shall not be recorded in the Public Records until execution and delivery to the City by the Applicant of the required hold harmless covenant.

Section 4.


Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
