Section 1.

Explanation of Appropriation – The funding above is being appropriated from the City Council Operating Contingency to the Kids Hope Alliance Trust Fund, pursuant to §111.850, Part A, Ordinance Code, to provide additional funding for the “Stop the Violence” mini-grants.


Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding in the amount of $64,550.00 to the Kids Hope Alliance Trust Fund, pursuant to §111.850, Part A, Ordinance Code, to be used for the “Stop the Violence” mini-grants as identified in the Fourth Revised Schedule M.
Section 3.

Carryover.
 The funds appropriated in Section 1 of this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2018-2019.


Section 4.      Amending Third Revised Schedule M to Ordinance 2017-504-E.  There is hereby amended for the fiscal year 2017-2018 budget Ordinance 2017-504-E for the Kids Hope Alliance by substituting in the place of Third Revised Schedule M, approved by Ordinance 2018-305-E, the Fourth Revised Schedule M, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 2, Rev 4th Schedule M, September 25, 2018 – Floor” and incorporated herein by this reference. The Fourth Revised Schedule M will make available $64,550 to fund mini-grants up to $10,000 to organizations for “Stop the Violence” grants in accordance with the criteria to be approved by the Kids Hope Alliance Board, pursuant to §111.850, Part A (Kids Hope Alliance Trust Fund), Ordinance Code.


Section 5. 
Waiver of Section 111.850 (Kids Hope Alliance Trust Funds), Part A (Kids Hope Alliance Trust Fund), Ordinance Code, to allow KHA Board Grants up to $10,000 for “Stop the Violence.” Section 111.850 (Kids Hope Alliance Trust Funds), Part A (Kids Hope Alliance Trust Fund), Ordinance Code, allows for mini-grants up to $5,000 to organizations. The provision of Section 111.850, Part A, Ordinance Code, is hereby waived in order to allow the KHA Board to use the $300,000 “Stop the Violence” funding to award mini-grants of up to $10,000 to organizations.

Section 6. 
Requesting Emergency Passage Upon Introduction pursuant to Council Rule 4.901.  Emergency passage of this legislation is requested upon introduction.  The nature of the emergency is that the funding provided herein is scheduled to lapse on September 30, 2018 and without emergency action on the bill upon introduction, the funding will not be available for the purposes requested herein after September 30, 2018.


Section 7.

Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
