ORDINANCE 2018-673-E
AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING AND/OR DISCLAIMING A PORTION OF AN UN-NAMED, UNOPENED, AND UNIMPROVED RIGHT-OF-WAY BETWEEN RAMPART ROAD AND I-295 WEST BELTWAY EXPRESSWAY SOUTH, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 10, ESTABLISHED IN PLAT BOOK 5, PAGE 93, JACKSONVILLE HEIGHTS, OF THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, AT THE REQUEST OF JOHN H. MOYE AND WALTER SMITH OF W. SMITH ENTERPRISES (FLORIDA RV & MARINE), THE TWO ADJACENT PROPERTY OWNERS; PROVIDING FOR APPROVAL SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  A portion of an un-named, unopened, and unimproved right-of-way between Rampart Road and I-295 West Beltway Expressway South, in Council District 10, established in Plat Book 5, Page 93, Jacksonville Heights, of the Public Records of Duval County, a description of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, is hereby closed and abandoned and/or disclaimed as a right-of-way at the request of John H. Moye and Walter Smith of W. Smith Enterprises (Florida RV & Marine), the two adjacent property owners (the “Applicants”). The closed right-of-way is 60 feet wide by approximately 600 feet long, containing .83 acres.

Section 2.

Purpose.
The closure and abandonment of this right-of-way is requested by Applicants to expand each of their properties by 30 feet in width; the Applicants have no plans to develop or build on the abandoned property.  Applicants have paid the $2,091.00 closure application fee. There were no objections from city, state, or utility agencies to closure of the right-of-way. The right-of-way contains no infrastructure. 

Section 3.

Hold Harmless Covenant.
The closure and abandonment by the City of its interest in the right-of-way is subject to the execution and delivery to the City by Applicants of a hold harmless covenant in substantially the same form attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. Accordingly, the closure and abandonment of the right-of-way shall not be recorded in the Public Records until execution and delivery to the City by the Applicants of the required hold harmless covenant.

Section 4.


Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
