ORDINANCE 2018-674-E
AN ORDINANCE DECLARING THAT CERTAIN PARCEL OF REAL PROPERTY, A TAX REVERTED PARCEL located at 8910 ALLIGATORS ROAD, R.E. NUMBER 002848-0125, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 8 (THE “SUBJECT PARCEL”), TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; CONVEYING THE SUBJECT PARCEL TO MICHAEL A. MASON, THE PREVIOUS OWNER OF RECORD, FOR THE AMOUNT OF ALL DELINQUENT TAXES, TOGETHER WITH INTEREST AND COSTS, IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 197.592, FLORIDA STATUTES; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE ANY AND ALL DOCUMENTS NECESSARY FOR SUCH CONVEYANCE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Declaration of Surplus. The City hereby declares that certain parcel of real property located at 8910 Alligators Road, R.E. Number 002848-0125, in Council District 8, and more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (the “Subject Parcel”), to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville. The Subject Parcel is a tax reverted residential dwelling that reverted to the City on March 26, 2018. The Real Estate Division has conducted an investigation of “need,” as required by Section 122.422, Ordinance Code, and has determined that the City has no need to retain the Subject Parcel. A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills), is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.


Authorizing conveyance in accordance with Section 197.592, Florida Statutes. Section 197.592, Florida Statutes, authorizes the City to convey a tax reverted parcel to the previous owner of record upon payment to the City of the amount of all delinquent taxes, plus interest and costs. The amount due is $6,110.00, which has been paid by Michael A. Mason, the previous owner of record.  
Section 3.

Execution of conveyance documents authorized.
The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute all documents necessary to convey the Subject Parcel to the previous owner of record.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
