D/B/A FRIENDS OF HEMMING PARK (FOHP); PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

License Agreement approved and execution authorized.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the License Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and 13-JAX, INC. d/b/a Friends of Hemming Park (FOHP), in substantially the same form placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services (the “Agreement”). The Agreement provides 1,846.6 square feet of office space located on the ground floor of the Ed Ball Building. The premises will be renovated by the City at a cost of approximately $57,500.00. FOHP will use the premises for its management and programming responsibilities set forth in the Operations and Management Contract approved by City Council in Ordinance 2014-434-E. The term of the Agreement shall commence on the Effective Date of the Agreement, will last for twelve months, and will become month-to-month thereafter. The Agreement may be terminated by either party at any time for any reason with 60 days’ prior written notice after six months. The license fee for the premises is $1.00 per term.

Section 2.

Oversight.

The Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services shall oversee the project described herein.
