ORDINANCE 2018-680-E
An ordinance ESTABLISHING A SIX-MONTH TEMPORARY MORATORIUM ON THE ISSUANCE OF CERTIFICATES OF USE and OTHER APPROVALS FOR ADULT ARCADES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, adult arcades are an allowed use under Chapter 656, Ordinance Code on certain commercially zoned properties in Jacksonville; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Department considers properties used as certain computer gaming establishments to be adult arcades; and


WHEREAS, the Council has determined that a significant number of adult arcade establishments have opened or attempted to open at numerous properties in Jacksonville; and


WHEREAS, in many instances, the adult arcades are locating on properties in close proximity to churches, schools, day cares and residential uses and have created noise, lights, traffic and activities that have generated complaints and concerns from adjacent property owners concerning their incompatibility with adjacent uses; and


WHEREAS, the zoning code does not provide any performance standards or criteria pertaining to adult arcades to evaluate the compatibility of the use with other uses in the area; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that there is a legitimate public purpose in imposing a temporary moratorium on the issuance of certificates of use and other approvals for adult arcades in the City to allow the City time to create appropriate local regulations and standards to balance the uses of private property so as to not create nuisance conditions or incompatibility; and



WHEREAS, during this time the Council finds that there is a legitimate public purpose to temporarily prohibit the City’s issuance of Certificates of Use or other approvals for adult arcades in the City until the Council evaluates and adopts amendments to the Code of Ordinances to adequately regulate adult arcades in the City; now, therefore,


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Findings and Statement of Intent.

(a)
The above recitals are hereby adopted as the Council’s Findings of Fact; and

(b) It is the intent of the Council to undertake an in-depth review of the City’s current laws governing the issuance of certificates of use and other approvals for adult arcades in the City and to propose amendments to address the impacts of such uses on affected properties and to adequately address the public health, safety and welfare.


Section 2.

Temporary Moratorium Imposed as to the Issuance of Certificates of Use and Other Approvals for Adult Arcades. The Council hereby imposes a temporary moratorium on the issuance of Certificates of Use and Other Approvals for adult arcades in the City.  This moratorium is imposed pursuant to the Council’s police powers to protect the public health, safety and welfare of the community at large and shall remain in effect for six months from the effective date of this Ordinance or until such time as repealed by Council, whichever shall occur first.


Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
