ORDINANCE 2018-683-E
AN ORDINANCE appropriating $100,000.00 from GENERAL FUND/GENERAL SERVICES DISTRICT fund balance to provide additional funding for project save lives for costs of MEDICATION USED in treatment of the OPIOID EPIDEMIC; PROVIDING for a purpose; providing for revision of the budget; amending revised exhibit 1 to ordinance 2018-504-e with a revised budget and scope of services; providing for revision of the scope of services to include additional medication costs and providing for authorization for execution of amendments; REQUESTING one cycle EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.
For the 2018-2019 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

(c) Explanation of Appropriation – Appropriating $100,000.00 from General Fund/General Services District Fund Balance to provide funding for medication to be used by Gateway Community Services for Project Save Lives. This amount is the equivalent of unused opioid pilot program and opioid extension program funding addressed in Ordinance 2017-426-E and 2018-253-E that was not carried forward into FY 2018/19 via Ordinance 2018-504-E.

Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for increased medication costs incurred by Gateway Community Services as a result of the success of the Project Save Lives program. This funding is being taken from cost savings from the pilot program and extension program in FY 2017/2018 that was deposited into the General Fund/General Services District Fund Balance at the end of fiscal year 2017/2018.

Section 3. 
Budget Revised; Amending Revised Exhibit 1 to Ordinance 2018-504-E.  The transfer of $100,000.00 from the General Fund/General Services District Fund Balance, (which represents cost savings and efficiencies in management of the Project Save Lives in FY 2017/2018) will be used for medication costs which necessitates a revised budget for the appropriation and line item expense added to the current FY 2018/2019.  The revised budget for Project Save Lives FY 2018/2019 is attached hereto as part of Exhibit 2, and incorporated by reference herein.  Exhibit 2 hereby amends and replaces Revised Exhibit 1 of Ordinance 2018-504-E. All other provisions of Ordinance 2018-504-E remain intact. The revisions to the budget shown in Exhibit 2 are retroactive to October 1, 2018.  

Section 4.

Scope of Services Modified and Authorizations; Revised Exhibit 1 to Ordinance 2018-504-E. The scope of services for the opioid program, Project Save Lives, is modified to include costs of medication used to treat and combat opioid addiction, attached hereto as part of Exhibit 2.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary, are hereby authorized to execute such amendments as may be necessary to existing agreement with Gateway Community Services, and all such other contracts and documents as may, in the opinion of the City’s Office of General Counsel be deemed appropriate to accomplish the intent of this Ordinance and the approved Revised Scope of Services and revised budget attached hereto as Exhibit 2.  Exhibit 2 hereby amends and replaces Revised Exhibit 1 of Ordinance 2018-504-E. All other provisions of Ordinance 2018-504-E remain intact.  The revisions to the Scope of Services are retroactive to October 1, 2018.

Section 5.

Requesting one cycle emergency passage pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. One Cycle Emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that funding for Program Save Lives was provided in the City budget approved for Fiscal Year 2018/2019, but did not include a line item for medication costs since historically these costs have been paid with grant funding and assistance from state and federal sources. However, because of the success of the program and the number of people participating in the program, there is an increased need for medication than first anticipated and there is a need to cover some of these costs through the program budget and not only with state and federal grant funding. Gateway Community Services would like to amend the budget and scope as described above, to correspond with the new fiscal year that started on October 1, 2018.   
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
