ORDINANCE 2018-684
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND ADOPTING THE NORTH SAN MARCO NEIGHBORHOOD ACTION PLAN, ALSO KNOWN AS SAN MARCO BY DESIGN: A SMART GROWTH PLAN FOR NORTH SAN MARCO (NSM NAP); ESTABLISHING THE NSM NAP AREA, GENERALLY DESCRIBED AS AN AREA INCLUDING AND EXTENDING NORTH OF SAN MARCO SQUARE, AND MORE SPECIFICALLY DESCRIBED AS BOUNDED BY MITCHELL STREET ON THE SOUTH, TO THE RAILROAD TRACKS AND KINGS AVENUE ON THE EAST, TO INTERSTATE 95 ON THE NORTH, AND TO THE ST. JOHNS RIVER ON THE WEST, AND AS MORE PARTICULARLY DEFINED AND SHOWN IN THE NSM NAP; REQUIRING THAT ALL DEVELOPMENT AND REDEVELOPMENT WITHIN THE NSM NAP AREA IS CONSISTENT AND COMPATIBLE WITH THE NSM NAP; DELEGATING THE AUTHORITY TO INTERPRET THE NSM NAP, AND TO REVIEW AND APPROVE DEVELOPMENT AND REDEVELOPMENT WITHIN THE NSM NAP AREA TO ENSURE CONSISTENCY AND COMPATIBILITY WITH THE NSM NAP, TO THE DIRECTOR OF THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING FOR ASSISTANCE IN IMPLEMENTING THE NSM NAP; PROVIDING FOR CONTINUED COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville values its neighborhoods and seeks to restore and revitalize its established and historic neighborhoods; and

WHEREAS, since 1975, the San Marco Preservation Society has been the champion of redevelopment efforts in San Marco, and the San Marco Preservation Society has been successful in the preservation and enhancement of the economic and social value, health, and charm of the San Marco area neighborhoods; and 
WHEREAS, as the North San Marco area has aged, it has succumbed to development pressures, which have impacted the natural and built environments; and
WHEREAS, the San Marco Preservation Society brought together community partners, volunteer technical advisors, other community volunteers, and the City of Jacksonville Planning and Development Department, to address the North San Marco area, and create a neighborhood action plan to promote future infill development that makes economic sense, and enhances the vitality and health of the neighborhood and its residents, while preserving historic character and improving walkability and quality of life; and
WHEREAS, after extensive public participation, volunteer effort, and input from the City of Jacksonville Planning and Development Department, the San Marco Preservation Society developed a neighborhood action plan titled “San Marco by Design: A Smart Growth Plan for North San Marco”; now, therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Approval and Adoption of the North San Marco Neighborhood Action Plan.  The Council finds that the North San Marco Neighborhood Action Plan, also known as “San Marco by Design: A Smart Growth Plan for North San Marco” (NSM NAP), attached hereto as Exhibit 1, is supported by data and analysis included in the NSM NAP, and on file in the City of Jacksonville Planning and Development Department, and hereby approves and adopts the NSM NAP as a master plan guiding all development and redevelopment within the boundaries of the NSM NAP area.  The NSM NAP area is hereby established as an area generally described as including and extending north of San Marco Square, and more specifically described as bounded by Mitchell Street on the south, to the railroad tracks and Kings Avenue on the east, to Interstate 95 on the north, and to the St. Johns River on the west, and as more particularly defined and shown in the NSM NAP.  

Section 2.

All Development and Redevelopment shall be Consistent and Compatible. All development and redevelopment within the NSM NAP area, including, but not limited to, all public works projects, streetscape improvements, partnerships with the City of Jacksonville that require funding, and all projects requiring permits, shall be consistent and compatible with the NSM NAP.  


Section 3.

Delegation of Authority to Interpret the NSM NAP, and to Review and Approve Development and Redevelopment Projects.  The Council hereby delegates the responsibility and authority to interpret the NSM NAP, and to review and approve development and redevelopment projects as described in Section 2, to ensure consistency and compatibility with the NSM NAP, to the Director of the Planning and Development Department.

Section 4.

Implementation of the NSM NAP. 
The City of Jacksonville shall provide assistance in implementing the recommendations in the NSM NAP through the appropriate City of Jacksonville departments or divisions, to the extent possible, and subject to any required approval processes.


Section 5.

Continued Community Involvement.  Because the residents and business owners in the NSM NAP area, and the San Marco Preservation Society, have been invaluable in determining the future of their neighborhood, and because their continued involvement is essential to ensure the success of the NSM NAP, the Council hereby urges and requests that the City staff continue to encourage and support community involvement in the implementation of the NSM NAP.


Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
