A RESOLUTION DESIGNATING THE MONTH OF NOVEMBER AS DIABETES AWARENESS MONTH IN JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, diabetes is a group of metabolic disorders in which there are high blood sugar levels over a prolonged period. If left untreated, diabetes can cause many complications and can lead to disability or death; and


WHEREAS, more than 30 million Americans, or nearly 9.5% of the population, has diabetes, of which approximately 1.25 million have Type 1 diabetes. More than 1.5 million new diagnoses are made each year, and diabetes is the 7th leading cause of death in the country; and


WHEREAS, diabetes-related costs totaled $327 billion in 2017, including $237 billion for direct cost of medical services and another $90 billion in indirect costs from loss of productivity; and

WHEREAS, the month of November is Diabetes Awareness Month, dedicated to increasing awareness and understanding of the causes, symptoms and treatments of this disease; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby declares the month of November to be Diabetes Awareness Month in Jacksonville, and urges all citizens to take advantage of the numerous opportunities presented during the month to become more aware of the causes, symptoms, and treatments for diabetes. With proper treatment, those diagnosed with the various forms of diabetes can live healthy, productive lives, so good information and early diagnosis are vital to long-term health prospects.
