
Ordinance #12 revised - March 14, 2005


Introduced by the Council President at the request of the Mayor:

ORDINANCE 2018-707
An ordinance appropriating $687,849.88 COLLECTED FROM THE AUCTION OF PROPERTIES ON THE CITY’S AFFORDABLE HOUSING INVENTORY LIST TO ESTABLISH THE INFILL DEVELOPMENT INCENTIVE PROGRAM (THE “PROGRAM”) TO FURTHER THE AFFORDABLE HOUSING GOALS OF THE CITY, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 18-104; AUTHORIZING THE DIRECTOR OF THE NEIGHBORHOODS DEPARTMENT TO DEVELOP PROGRAM GUIDELINES; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE ANY AND ALL DOCUMENTS NECESSARY TO IMPLEMENT THE PROGRAM; WAIVING CHAPTERS 118 AND 126, ORDINANCE CODE, TO IMPLEMENT THE PROGRAM; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE NEIGHBORHOODS DEPARTMENT; providing an effective date.
Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2018-2019 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of appropriation

The funding above is revenue collected from the auction of properties on the City’s Affordable Housing Inventory List.
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to establish the Infill Development Incentive Program in accordance with the matrix attached hereto as Exhibit 2 (the “Matrix”) to further the affordable housing goals of the City (the “Program”). The Program will provide up to $50,000.00 in grant funds for programs that include, but are not limited to, the following purposes: paying back taxes on a property; paying nuisance liens or administrative fines for property; paying for permit, mobility, or other development fees; paying for attorney fees  and court costs for quiet title actions; paying for demolition of abandoned or condemned property; providing funds for asbestos abatement or lead paint or pipe abatement; and, providing funds for septic tank repair or replacement for properties being developed for affordable housing. The funds will also be used to provide loans up to 80% of the total project costs for acquisition and rehab, new construction or reconstruction, and rental rehab for affordable housing.  Applicants will receive funds on a first come, first served basis as long as funding allows. Eligible properties must be located in a low-moderate income census block or tract, and any back taxes, nuisance liens, or administrative fines to be paid are only eligible if incurred on the property prior to the applicant’s ownership of the property. The applicant may not receive funding for applicant’s homestead property.

Section 3.

Authorization to develop Program guidelines.  The Director of the Neighborhoods Department is authorized to develop Program guidelines consistent with the Matrix attached hereto as Exhibit 2 regarding the application process and the manner in which grants and loans will be awarded under the Program.  


Section 4.

Authorization to execute documents. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and/or deliver any and all documents necessary to implement the Program, including but not limited to, grant agreements, loan agreements, loan documents, and other documents related to the Program. 

Section 5.

Waiving Chapters 118 and 126, Ordinance Code.

As Chapters 118 and 126, Ordinance Code, are broad enough to be interpreted as applying to the Program, those chapters are hereby waived so as to implement the Program.
Section 6.

Oversight Department.  The Neighborhoods Department shall oversee and implement the Program.
Section 7.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
