ORDINANCE 2018-708
An ordinance appropriating A $19,774.00 GRANT FROM THE FEDERAL GRANTS TRUST FUND/HELP AMERICA VOTE ACT (HAVA), AS INITIATED BY B.T. 19-013; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER THE MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT FOR ALBERT NETWORK MONITORING SOLUTION GRANT BETWEEN THE CITY AND THE STATE OF FLORIDA, DEPARTMENT OF STATE, DIVISION OF ELECTIONS; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE SUPERVISOR OF ELECTIONS; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2018-2019 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above is a grant from the Federal Grants Trust Fund/Help America Vote Act (HAVA). No City matching funds are required.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funds to reimburse expenses and provide advance payment for the purchase of Albert Sensors network monitoring hardware and software, including installation, and one year of maintenance and monitoring services. After the first year of monitoring, the grant will expire. Annual monitoring service will cost the City $11,280.00 beginning fiscal year 2019-2020.
Section 3.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Memorandum of Agreement for Albert Network Monitoring Solution Grant between the City and the State of Florida, Department of State, Division of Elections, in substantially the same form attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Oversight.   The Supervisor of Elections shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
