ORDINANCE 2018-711-E
AN ORDINANCE RESCHEDULING THE standing Committee meetings scheduled for the week of December 31, 2018; DIRECTING APPROPRIATE NOTIFICATION BY THE CHIEF OF LEGISLATIVE SERVICES; WAIVING COUNCIL RULE 2.201 (MEETINGS) IN ORDER TO AUTHORIZE THE RESCHEDULING of the standing committees; requesting emergency upon introduction passage; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
Council Rule 2.201 (Meetings) provides for Standing Committee meetings to be held during the first and third weeks of every month (except for the first week in July and the third week in December), and pursuant to Council Rule 2.201 (Meetings), the Council President has set the regular Committee meetings for the first and third Monday and Tuesdays of each month (except for the first week in July and the third week in December); and

WHEREAS, the Neighborhoods, Community Services, Public Health and Safety (“NCSPHS”) Committee and the Transportation, Energy and Utilities (“TEU”) Committee is scheduled to meet on Monday, December 31, 2018, which is New Year’s Eve; and

WHEREAS, the Finance Committee, Rules Committee and Land Use and Zoning (“LUZ”) Committee are scheduled to meet on Tuesday, January 1, 2019, which is New Year’s Day; and 
WHEREAS, it is the will of the Council to address the important considerations as set forth above; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Committee Meetings Rescheduled.  The Standing Committee meetings scheduled for December 31, 2018 are hereby rescheduled to Wednesday, January 2, 2019 and the Standing Committee meetings scheduled for January 1, 2019 are hereby rescheduled to Thursday, January 3, 2019, in the Council Chambers.

Section 2.

Notification.  The Chief of Legislative Services is hereby directed to ensure that all public hearings are advertised and scheduled to reflect the rescheduled dates and to ensure that any other notifications necessary are made to conduct the Standing Committee meetings on Wednesday, January 2, 2019 and Thursday, January 3, 2019.

Section 3.

Council Rule 2.201 (Meetings) Waived. Pursuant to Council Rule 2.201 (Meetings), the Council President has set the regular Committee meetings for the first and third Monday and Tuesdays of each month (except for the first week in July and the third week in December). Council Rule 2.201 (Meetings) is hereby waived to authorize the rescheduling of the Standing Committee meetings as stated herein.  
Section 4.

Requesting Emergency Passage Upon Introduction pursuant to Council Rule 4.901.  Emergency passage of this legislation is requested upon introduction.  The nature of the emergency is that bills filed for introduction at the City Council meeting on October 23, 2018 and referred to the LUZ Committee will be noticed and advertised for public hearings before the next Council meeting to meet statutory and publishing deadlines and immediate Council action to reschedule the meeting is necessary so that all notices and advertisements can be updated accordingly. 

Section 5.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
