A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING THE MEMBERS OF THE INAUGURAL CLASS OF THE JEAN RIBAULT HIGH SCHOOL ATHLETIC HALL OF FAME; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Jean Ribault High School opened in 1957 and was named after French naval officer and early American colonist Jean Ribault; and

· Three-time U.S. Olympic team member and sprint gold medalist, Chandra Cheeseborough
· Two-time U.S. Olympic team member and sprint gold medalist, Dannette Young-Stone
· Two-time Parade Magazine High School All-American and University of Connecticut basketball player, Carlisa Thomas 
· Florida Basketball Player of the Year, state championship team member and University of Connecticut forward Rudy Johnson
· Quarterback of the Florida A&M University NCAA Division 1-AA national football champions in 1978, Albert Chester, Sr.

· Legendary boys’ basketball coach and FHSAA state champion and state runner-up four times each, Bernard Wilkes

· Legendary girls’ track and field coach and FHSAA state championship and state runner-up four times each, Gwendolyn Maxwell

· Winners of the first of twelve Ribault girls’ state basketball championships, the 1988 Lady Trojans basketball team

· Winners of the first of four Ribault boys’ state basketball championships, the 1989 Trojans basketball team.
