A RESOLUTION WELCOMING THE GULF COAST ATHLETIC CONFERENCE 2019 MEN’S AND WOMEN’S BASKETBALL TOURNAMENTS TO JACKSONVILLE; THANKING EDWARD WATERS COLLEGE FOR ITS HARD WORK AS THE HOST INSTITUTION FOR THE TOURNAMENTS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, founded in 1981, the Gulf Coast Athletic Conference (GCAC) is a college athletic conference made up entirely of historically black colleges and universities (HBCUs) and affiliated with the National Association of Intercollegiate Athletics (NAIA) Division I. The conference is headquartered in New Orleans and has member institutions in Alabama, Arkansas, Florida, Louisiana, Mississippi, South Carolina and Tennessee; and


WHEREAS, the GCAC’s membership currently consists of Dillard University, Edward Waters College, Philander Smith College, Rust College, Southern University of New Orleans, Talladega College, Tougaloo College and Xavier University of Louisiana; and


WHEREAS, in February/March of 2019 the GCAC will hold its men’s and women’s basketball conference tournaments in Jacksonville at the Adams-Jenkins Sports and Music Complex and historic James Weldon Johnson Gymnasium on the campus of Edward Waters College; and

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville is proud to host the teams, conference officials, media and fans who will be attending the tournaments, and is proud of the role being played by Edward Waters College as the host institution for the tournaments; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
