An ordinance appropriating $2,563,209.00 to provide 1) FUNDING FROM THE COLLECTIVE BARGAINING RE-OPENER CONTINGENCY TO THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE’S BUDGET TO COVER PROPOSED CHANGES TO THE FRATERNAL ORDER OF POLICE COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENTS AND 2) FUNDING WITHIN THE JACKSONVILLE FIRE AND RESCUE DEPARTMENT TO COVER PROPOSED CHANGES TO THE INTERNATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF FIRE FIGHTERS COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENTS, AS INITIATED BY revised B.T. 19-024; REQUIRING APPROVAL OF TWO-THIRDS OF THE COUNCIL MEMBERS PRESENT, PURSUANT TO SECTION 106.215(B), ORDINANCE CODE; providing an effective date.

Section 1.

Explanation of appropriation

The funding above transfers i) funding from the collective bargaining re-opener contingency to JSO’s budget to cover proposed changes to the FOP collective bargaining agreements and ii) 3/4ths of the FY19 funding for meal allowance (56hr & 40hr) and clothing allowance (40hr only) to pensionable special pay for proposed changes to the IAFF collective bargaining agreements.
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide existing FY18-19 funding for proposed changes to the Fraternal Order of Police (FOP) and the International Association of Fire Fighters (IAFF) collective bargaining agreements.
Section 3.

Section 106.215 (Supplemental appropriation and revenue reduction limitations), Ordinance Code, requiring two-thirds vote.
Approval of this ordinance will require approval of two-thirds of the Council Members present in accordance with Section 106.215(b), Ordinance Code, which requires that transfers from reserve have a two-thirds vote.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
