AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 13.75( acres, LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 2 at 0 starratt road and 0 lord nelson boulevard, between airport center drive east and bonaparte landing boulevard (R.E noS. 106935-0000, 106935-0100, 106935-0500 and 106940-0715), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED by JRL Investments, LLC, AND STARRATT ROAD DEVELOPERS, LLC, FROM PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (pud) District (PORTION OF ordinance 2000-1248-E), TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (pud) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO permit TOWNHOME residential USES and neighborhood commercial uses, as described in the trafalger pud; PUD SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS; pROVIDING A DISCLAIMER THAT THE rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable laws; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, JRL Investments, LLC, and Starratt Road Developers, LLC, the owners of approximately 13.75( acres, located in Council District 2 at 0 Starratt Road and 0 Lord Nelson Boulevard, between Airport Center Drive East and Bonaparte Landing Boulevard (R.E Nos. 106935-0000, 106935-0100, 106935-0500 and 106940-0715), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, dated October 25, 2018, and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property), have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District (portion of Ordinance 2000-1248-E), to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now, therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District (portion of Ordinance 2000-1248-E), to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District.  This new PUD district shall generally permit townhome residential uses and neighborhood commercial uses, and is described, shown and subject to the following attached documents:
Exhibit 1 – Legal Description dated October 25, 2018.

Exhibit 2 – Subject Property per P&DD.

Revised Exhibit 3 – Revised Written Description dated December 28, 2018.
Revised Exhibit 4 – Revised Site Plan dated December 28, 2018.

Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions.  Such conditions control over the written description and may only be amended through a rezoning.

(1)
With 78 residential units proposed and residential uses limited to 80 percent of a development in the CGC category, the development shall be required to provide a minimum of 15,000 square feet of nonresidential uses.

(2)
If the entrance is to be gated, it shall be designed such that vehicles waiting for the gate shall never queue into the public roads. A queuing study shall be included in the site plan review. A turnaround shall be provided so that drivers at the gated entrance who do not have access will not have to back out into the public street.

(3)
This development is subject to mobility fee review.

(4)
All comments or conditions made by the Transportation Planning Division or the Traffic Engineering Division are required PUD/Zoning conditions of the Transportation Planning Division, unless otherwise waived in writing by the Chief of the Transportation Planning Division or waived by the Planning Commission, LUZ Committee, or City Council.

(5)
Pursuant to Policy 4.1.5 of the Transportation Element of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan, the applicant must provide for the convenient and safe access by, and securing of, bicycles on site. The bicycle parking must be consistent with the requirements outlined in Part 6 of the Zoning Code.

(6)
The Developer shall limit initial investor sales to no more than ten (10) units of the development.  Additionally, the Homeowners’ Association documents shall prohibit all short term rental of thirty (30) days or less within the development.

(7)
All lighting along the rear of the townhomes which are located along the lake (units 49 through 78 on the Revised Site Plan dated December 28, 2018) shall be designed and installed to localize illumination onto the Subject Property in order to minimize impacts to the adjacent residential uses.

(8)
Prior to the first final inspection within any phase of development, the owner or their agent shall submit to the Planning and Development Department for its review and approval either (a) an affidavit documenting that all conditions to the development order have been satisfied, or (b) a detailed agreement for the completion of all conditions to the development order.

Section 3.

Owner and Description.

Section 4.

Disclaimer.
The rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable local, state, or federal laws, regulations, requirements, permits or approvals.  All other applicable local, state or federal permits or approvals shall be obtained before commencement of the development or use and issuance of this rezoning is based upon acknowledgement, representation and confirmation made by the applicant(s), owner(s), developer(s) and/or any authorized agent(s) or designee(s) that the subject business, development and/or use will be operated in strict compliance with all laws. Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.


Section 5.

Effective Date.  The enactment of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.
