Section 1.

Explanation of Appropriation.

Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of this ordinance is to appropriate, in accordance with Section 932.7055, Florida Statutes, $15,000.00 from the Special Law Enforcement Trust Fund in order to provide continuation funding for Operation Homeward Bound. Operation Homeward Bound, working in conjunction with the I. M. Sulzbacher Center for the Homeless, provides bus tickets which allow individuals who are stranded in Jacksonville to return to their hometowns.  A copy of the certification of the use of funds, as required by Section 932.7055, Florida Statutes, is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
