Bill Summary: This bill appropriates $50,000.00 from the Investment Pool earnings in Fair Share Agreement Project (PD0034-01-JXSF114PD-361101) to provide funding for the Moncrief Road Diet Study related to the Moncrief Road Beautification Project. 
Background Information: Road diets are a roadway reconfiguration that can reduce collisions, increase mobility and access, and improve a community’s quality of life. The concept involves converting an existing four-lane, undivided roadway segment that serves both through and turning traffic into a three-lane segment with two through lanes and a center, two-way left-turn lane. The remaining space can be utilized for bike lanes, pedestrian refuge islands, bus lanes and parking. 
Moncrief Road Beautification Project is an opportunity to focus on revitalization and community pride. The diet study will provide critical information regarding the probability of future development in the area between Golfair Boulevard and 45th Street.
