ORDINANCE 2018-783-E
An ordinance appropriating $1,000,000.00 to PROVIDE FUNDING FOR COMMUNITY-BASED CRIME REDUCTION AND NEIGHBORHOOD REVITALIZATION ENABLING THE CITY TO ENGAGE IN TRANSFORMATIVE NEIGHBORHOOD PROJECTS THAT WILL ALIGN EXISTING ACTIVITIES IN A FORMAL EFFORT TO REDUCE CRIME, INCREASE MUTUAL TRUST, AND IMPROVE COMMUNITY SAFETY, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 19-018; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE CITY’S OFFICE OF GRANTS AND COMPLIANCE; providing an effective date.
Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Explanation of appropriation

The funding above is grant funding from the United States Department of Justice, Office of Justice Programs, Bureau of Justice Assistance for a three year period from October 1, 2018, through September 30, 2021. No City match is required. The City will allocate the grant funding to: i) New Town Success Zone to hire and support a Project Coordinator ($135,000.00); ii) Local Initiatives Support Corporation (LISC) for support of planning and implementation activities ($100,000.00); iii) NLP Logix for research and data services ($75,000.00); iv) a Neighborhood Revitalization Consultant for Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design (“CPTED”) analysis and public safety implementation ($120,000.00); v) a mandatory “Early Action Project” during the planning phase ($15,000.00); vi) Northwest Jacksonville Community Development Corporation as the programs’ community outreach coordinator to assist coordinating and implementing crime reduction strategies ($85,000.00); vii) three grant participants for mandatory travel to two trainings, one in Washington, D.C. and the other at a regional location ($7,500.00); and, viii) crime reduction projects identified during the planning phase ($462,500.00). A copy of the Grant Letter from the U.S. Department of Justice is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.  
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for community-based crime reduction and neighborhood revitalization enabling the City to engage in transformative neighborhood projects that will align existing activities in a formal effort to reduce crime, increase mutual trust, and improve community safety. The target neighborhood represents the Grand Park, New Town, Durkeeville, and LaVilla areas within the 32209 zip code. The heart of the 3.84 square mile wedge is a high-crime area surrounding Edward Waters College. This appropriation may be amended consistent with the federal rules regarding budget amendments under this grant agreement.
Section 3.

Oversight.  The City’s Office of Grants and Compliance shall oversee the Project.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
