ORDINANCE 2018-789-W
AN ORDINANCE CREATING A NEW SECTION 122.823 (LIMITATIONS ON use of tangible personal property with NAME OF ELECTED OFFICIAL), Chapter 122 (Public Property), ORDINANCE CODE, TO provide for a limitation on purchase of office supplies with name of elected officialS and to provide for a limitation on vehicles and equipment containing name of elected officials; Providing for an exercise in County powers; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Creating a New Section 122.823 (Limitations on use of tangible personal property with name of elected official), Ordinance Code. A new Section 122.823 (Limitations on use of tangible personal property with name of elected official), Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code, is hereby created to read as follows:

CHAPTER 122. PUBLIC PROPERTY

PART 8.  TANGIBLE PERSONAL PROPERTY

* * *
Sec. 122.823.
Limitations on use of tangible personal property with name of elected official.


In an effort to economize the resources of the consolidated government of the City of Jacksonville and to discourage excess in  purchasing and administrative waste, the name of a current consolidated government elected official, including constitutional officers, shall not be identified on any envelopes, stationary or office supply products for the office to which they hold, unless the name of the current consolidated elected official, including constitutional officers, on such materials is for a specific one-time purpose (such as individual business cards or for specific one-time notice required to be sent by an elected official like a Truth in Millage Notice, sample ballot, etc.) or is letterhead ordered in minimal quantities (not more than 1000 units ordered no more  than once annually) and not less than six (6) months from the expiration of their term of office. The name of a current consolidated government elected official, including constitutional officers, shall not be placed on consolidated government vehicles, equipment or office signs except to identify the official title to the office and shall not contain the individual’s name. This prohibition is not intended to apply to the names placed on Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office vehicles which identify individual officers of the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office.         

Section 2.

Council exercising county powers.  Pursuant to Section 4.102, Ordinance Code, the enactment of this Ordinance shall be deemed to be the exercise of county powers.  Notwithstanding the above, this ordinance is not intended to apply to the governmental officers or officials of the governments of the City of Atlantic Beach, the City of Neptune Beach, the City of Jacksonville Beach, or the Town of Baldwin.
Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
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
