ORDINANCE 2018-790-D
An ordinance appropriating $2,775,000.00 FROM GENERAL FUND/GENERAL SERVICES DISTRICT FUND BALANCE TO VARIOUS ACCOUNTS TO FUND COMMUNITY PROJECTS APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2018-544-E; INVOKING THE EXCEPTION TO SECTION 106.107(G), ORDINANCE CODE to enter into agreements with entities receiving funds; PROVIDING FOR AN AMENDMENT TO THE 2019-2023 CIP; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS through FISCAL YEAR 2020-2021; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE OFFICE OF GRANTS AND COMPLIANCE, THE PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICE DEPARTMENT, THE NEIGHBORHOODS DEPARTMENT, AND THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT; providing an effective date.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2018-2019 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation:
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is for disaster recovery purposes enabling the City to engage in the transformative neighborhood projects that will strengthen cultural and community leadership, reclaim blighted properties, improve the quality of life for residents, especially homeless and low-income residents, and grow community pride. 
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is for disaster recovery purposes enabling the City to engage in the transformative neighborhood projects that will strengthen cultural and community leadership, reclaim blighted properties, improve the quality of life for residents, especially homeless and low-income residents, and grow community pride. This legislation provides funding for the local projects that were authorized by Ordinance 2018-544-E through use of Fund Balance in the General Fund/General Services District.  

Section 3.

Invoking the exception pursuant to Section 126.107(g), Ordinance Code. The City is hereby authorized to enter into agreements with Duval County Public Schools, Builders’ Care, Habitat for Humanity of Jacksonville, Inc. and I.M. Sulzbacher Center, for projects described in Exhibit 2. Pursuant to Section 126.107(g), Ordinance Code, such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation. With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect.  

Section 4. 
CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2018-505-E, being the 2019-2023 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to add funding for the project entitled “Charles Reese Restoration” and “Public Infrastructure on Ken Knight Drive.” The projects are more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Exhibit 3, and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will result in unnecessary delay in the repair and replacement of infrastructure damaged by Hurricane Irma. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2018-505-E. In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2018-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.

Section 5.

Carryover.
 The funds appropriated in this ordinance (excluding the funding appropriated to all years capital project funds) shall not lapse but shall carryover through fiscal year 2020-2021, or until the projects are completed, whichever is sooner.
Section 6.

Oversight.
 The Office of Grants and Contract Compliance, the Parks, Recreation, and Community Services Department, the Neighborhoods Department, and the Public Works Department, shall oversee their respective projects described herein.

Section 7.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
