A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING AND COMMENDING MARTHA BARRETT FOR HER MANY NOTEWORTHY ACCOMPLISHMENTS AS A CIVIC LEADER EXTRAORDINAIRE IN JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
Martha Barrett is one of Jacksonville’s premier civic leaders; her devotion to promote Jacksonville’s best interests is widely acknowledged; her accomplishments in advancing the cause of Jacksonville are legion; and 
 
WHEREAS,
a graduate of Bishop Kenny High School, Martha Barrett graduated from Maryville University in St. Louis, Missouri with a Bachelor of Arts Degree; she subsequently earned a Master’s Degree in Education from Xavier University in Cincinnati, Ohio; and
WHEREAS,
Ms. Barrett served in the administration of President Jimmy Carter in our nation’s capital and was an aide to Florida’s U.S. Senator Richard Stone as well; and
WHEREAS,
when Martha Barrett returned to Jacksonville in 1978, she went to work for the City’s new Mayor, Jake Godbold; in the course of Mayor Godbold’s eight and a half year tenure, Ms. Barrett served as his press aide and in many other capacities including liaison to the United States Conference of Mayors; and

WHEREAS,
a fervent believer in the vital importance of education, Martha Barrett was elected unopposed to the Duval County School Board in 2000 and 2004, chairing the board in 2004; she was subsequently returned to the School Board in a special election in September 2009 and served until November 2012; and
WHEREAS,
Martha Barrett is currently Senior Vice President and Northeast Florida Market Manager for Bank of America, having joined the bank in 2001; she is responsible for strategic planning, coordinating and leveraging of the bank’s local philanthropic contributions, managing events and sponsorships and facilitating relationships with community and opinion leaders; in her current role, she promotes a healthy, vital community through sustained leadership in philanthropy, volunteerism, community development, the environment, arts and culture; and
WHEREAS,
Martha Barrett currently serves on the boards of the Sulzbacher Center for the Homeless, Jacksonville Symphony Orchestra, Communities in Schools and the Florida State College Foundation; in recognitions of her leadership, she has received the Tillie Fowler Community Service Award from the Junior League, Tribute in Leadership from Community Connections, was an EVE award finalist, Woman of Distinction Award from Gateway Girl Scouts Council and the Silver Medallion Award from OneJax in 2011; and 
WHEREAS,
Martha Barrett epitomizes the very best in public service and civic responsibility; she has been selfless in giving of her time and energy to advance causes that enhance the quality of life for the betterment of Jacksonville, particularly our young people, and it is only appropriate that at this juncture we recognize and commend her for all that she has given over the years; now therefore
