
Ordinance #12 revised - March 14, 2005


Introduced by the Council President at the request of the Mayor:

ORDINANCE 2018-835
An ordinance appropriating $15,000.00 FROM THE ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION BOARD TRUST FUND TO THE EPB OPERATING ACCOUNT TO PROVIDE SUPPORT FOR THE JACKSONVILLE ENVIROTHON, A HANDS-ON COMPETITION ENHANCING STUDENT UNDERSTANDING OF NATURAL RESOURCES AND ENVIRONMENTAL ISSUES, AS INITIATED BY b.t. 19-029; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS thROugh FISCAL YEAR 2021; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, for and ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THE MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND THE DUVAL COUNTY SOIL AND WATER CONSERVATION DISTRICT (THE “DISTRICT”); PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE NEIGHBORHOODS DEPARTMENT; REQUIRING ANNUAL REPORT TO JACKSONVILLE ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION BOARD; providing an effective date.
Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2018-2019 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding is a transfer of funds from the Environmental Protection Board Trust Fund to the EPB Operating Account. 
Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated in Section 1 of this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover through fiscal year 2021.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to support the Jacksonville Envirothon. The funds are needed to expand the opportunity to each high school in Duval County, to enhance training by professionals in each category to competing schools, and to incentivize students to compete and win the Envirothon speech, poster, and land judging competitions. The event has been held annually for more than 20 years, reaching a limited number of schools and students. 
Section 4.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver for and on behalf of the City, the Memorandum of Understanding between the City of Jacksonville and the Duval County Soil and Water Conservation District (the “District”) for the Envirothon program, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
Section 5.

Oversight.

The Neighborhoods Department shall oversee the project described herein.

Section 6.

Annual Report. The District is required to submit to the Jacksonville Environmental Protection Board an annual report of the services provided and the number of students served by the Envirothon program. The annual report is to be submitted on September 15th of each year through September 30, 2021.
Section 7.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
