ORDINANCE 2018-836
An ordinance appropriating $228,545.85 FROM THE ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION BOARD TRUST FUND ($136,431.00) AND THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION ($92,114.25) TO BEGIN A PILOT STUDY TO EVALUATE THE APPLICATION OF NATURALLY OCCURRING MICROBE PRODUCTS TO WET DETENTION PONDS AS AN ALTERNATIVE NONSTRUCTURAL BEST MANAGEMENT PRACTICE, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 19-028; providing a carryover of FUNDS tHROUGH 2021; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE A CONTRACT WITH ENGLAND-THIMS AND MILLER FOR THE PILOT STUDY; INVOKING SECTION 126.107(G), ORDINANCE CODE, TO WAIVE COMPETITIVE SOLICITATION AND BIDDING FOR SAID CONTRACT; REQUIRING ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY DIVISION TO SUBMIT ANNUAL REPORTS TO THE ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION BOARD; providing an effective date.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2018-2019 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation


The funding above is appropriated from the Environmental Protection Board Trust Fund ($136,431.00) and the Florida Department of Transportation ($92,114.25).
Section 2.

Carryover.  The funds appropriated in Section 1 of this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover through 2021.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is fund a Microbe-Lift Study. The intention of this pilot study is to evaluate the application of naturally occurring microbe products as an alternative nonstructural Best Management Practice (BMP) as a low cost means to capitalize on existing wet detention stormwater treatment facilities through an increase in treatment efficiency. This pilot project is to build upon the demonstration test project and provide an analytical evaluation to quantify any increase in nutrient and fecal bacteria treatment efficiency in wet detention ponds through the addition of MICROBE-LIFT products. The purpose of this project is to collect statistically valid data to substantiate Total Nitrogen (TN) reduction for FDEP to provide reduction credit towards water quality improvements in BMAP obligations.
Section 4.

Authorizing Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute contract for Micro-Lift study.
Subject to appropriation by the City Council, the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute a contract with England-Thims and Miller (ETM) for the Micro-Lift study services.

Section 5.

Invoking the exception pursuant to Section 126.107(g), Ordinance Code.
Recognizing that ETM is the consultant for the City, that ETM has the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination (NPDES) contract with the City, and that Microbe-Lift is NPDES-related, the Council hereby invokes Section 126.107(g), Ordinance Code, to exempt such services from competitive solicitation. The City is hereby authorized to directly procure the services of ETM without the necessity of competitive bidding for the Micro-Lift study.
Section 6.

Annual Report.

The Environmental Quality Division shall submit an annual report update to the Environmental Protection Board for the life of the project.
Section 7.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
