AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING AND/OR DISCLAIMING EASEMENTS FOR DRAINAGE AND PONDS LOCATED ON R.E.# 015913-7000, A PARCEL LYING NORTHEAST OF THE INTERSECTION OF COLLINS ROAD AND PLANTATION BAY DRIVE IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 9 (THE “REDUS PROPERTY”), GRANTED TO THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE IN OFFICIAL RECORDS BOOK 9098, PAGE 918 AND OTHER DOCUMENTS, AT THE REQUEST OF THE CURRENT OWNER OF THE REDUS PROPERTY, REDUS FLORIDA LAND, LLC (THE “APPLICANT”); ACCEPTING NEW DRAINAGE AND POND EASEMENTS ON THE REDUS PROPERTY OVER THE EXISTING DRAINAGE INFRASTRUCTURE AND THE RIGHT TO RELOCATE THESE EASEMENTS GRANTED TO CITY BY APPLICANT; APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, A GRANT AND RELEASE OF EASEMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment/Grant of Easements.  Easements for drainage and ponds located on R.E.# 015913-7000, a parcel lying northeast of the intersection of Collins Road and Planation Bay Drive in Council District 9 (the “REDUS Property”), granted to the City of Jacksonville (the “City”) in Official Records Book 9098, Page 918 and other documents cited in the Grant and Release of Easements, a copy of which has been placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services (the “Grant and Release”), are hereby closed and abandoned and/or disclaimed as easements at the request of the current owner of the REDUS Property, REDUS Florida Land, LLC (the “Applicant”). The easements to be closed and abandoned were based on drainage plans for a golf course and are over corridors which do not reflect the current drainage infrastructure.
New drainage and pond easements on the REDUS Property over the existing drainage infrastructure, and the right to relocate these easements, granted to City by Applicant in the Grant and Release are hereby accepted by City. Relocation will be subject to prior review by the City Engineer through the Final Development Review Process, and subject to approval by the St. Johns River Water Management District. Any relocation would also require review by the City Surveyor and authorization by the Chief of Real Estate, Public Works, with the execution of an amendment to the Grant and Release.  


Section 2.

Purpose.
City has no responsibility for maintenance of either the current drainage infrastructure or the future infrastructure. The Grant and Release is being submitted to convey these interests. The abandonment of the former easements by the City and acceptance of the new easements granted by Applicant will occur simultaneously upon execution of the Grant and Release.  Applicant has paid a $1,066.00 closure application fee. There were no objections from the Right of Way and Stormwater Maintenance Division or the Engineering Division of the Public Works Department to the closure of the easements.

Section 3. 
Approval and authorization. There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City, the Grant and Release of Easement.

Section 4.


Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
