ORDINANCE 2018-842-E
An ordinance appropriating $64,000.00 from Kids Hope Alliance fund balance to provide funding FOR an afterschool program to be provided by the jacksonville Arts and Music School, inc. (“jams”) to 40 students during the 2018-2019 school year, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 19-032; providing the kids hope alliance (“kha”) with authority to contract with JAMS FOR the 2018-2019 afterschool program; AMENDING SECOND REVISED SCHEDULE M TO ORDINANCE 2018-504-E; providing an effective date.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Explanation of appropriation

The funding above is a transfer from Kids Hope Alliance Fund Balance to the Subsidies & Contributions to Private Organizations account. The Jacksonville Arts and Music School, Inc. (“JAMS”) was originally awarded afterschool funding through BID #ESC-0410-17. Ordinance 2018-305-E provided funding for 25% of the second renewal of afterschool programs as awarded through BID #ESC-0410-17. Since JAMS was not listed on the list of agencies to be funded for afterschool programs by Ordinance 2018-305-E, the Office of General Counsel advised the Kids Hope Alliance (“KHA”) that there was no legal authority to enter into a contract with JAMS. Accordingly, the funds made available to JAMS were not used in fiscal year 2018. This ordinance provides authority to use those funds which have since rolled into fund balance to fund the JAMS afterschool program. 
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purposes of this ordinance are to grant KHA authority to contract with JAMS for afterschool services for 40 students effective July 1, 2018, through June 30, 2019, and to provide funding for the afterschool services.
Section 3.      Amending Second Revised Schedule M to Ordinance 2018-504-E.  There is hereby amended for the fiscal year 2018-2019 budget Ordinance 2018-504-E for the Kids Hope Alliance by substituting in the place of Second Revised Schedule M, approved by Ordinance 2018-504-E, the Third Revised Schedule M, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Third Revised Schedule M will reflect the increase in afterschool funding to fund the JAMS program.

Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
