ORDINANCE 2018-843
An ordinance appropriating $15,866.13 from THE KIDS HOPE ALLIANCE (“KHA”) TRUST FUND INTO THE KHA TRUST FUND AUTHORITY TO PROVIDE QUALITY PROGRAMMING OPTIONS FOR POTENTIAL MINI-GRANT AWARDS OF UP TO $5,000.00 FOR ACCEPTABLE PROGRAMS RELATED TO ANY OF THE KIDS HOPE ALLIANCE ESSENTIAL SERVICES CATEGORIES WITH A PRIORITY AND EMPHASIS ON PRGRAMS THAT ADDRESS HIGH POVERTY AND GEOGRAPHICAL AREAS WITH HIGH LEVELS OF YOU VIOLENCE; providing an effective date.

Section 1.

Explanation of appropriation

The funding above is a transfer of unappropriated funds previously in the Kids Hope Alliance (“KHA”) Trust Fund into the KHA trust fund authority. The funds were unutilized due to the lack of an approved mini grants program and strategy by the KHA Board of Directors. With the creation, implementation, and approval of the first mini-grants program, which focused on Stop the Violence Neighborhood Intervention & Prevention Mini Grants Program, KHA is appropriating the funds in order to utilize all available funding for the purpose of focusing on prevention and intervention strategies to strengthen youth development in accordance with the KHA Essential Services Plan. 
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in this ordinance is to provide prevention and intervention programs to address youth violence and provide immediate assistance with pathways out of violence for youth in Duval County Communities, as well as to provide other programming for at-hope youth in accordance with the KHA Essential Services Plan.
Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
