AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $100,000.00 FROM THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION TO CONSTRUCT TWO SEPARATE TRAILHEADS ON EACH SIDE OF THE NEW NATIONAL CEMETERY ACCESS ROAD PROJECT, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 19-025; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS UNTIL THE PROJECT IS COMPLETED; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND COPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER THE PURCHASE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION AND ANY EXTENSIONS OR MODIFICATIONS THEREOF; AMENDING THE 2019-2023 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2018-505-E TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “THOMAS CREEK – OGILVIE-WRIGHT TRAILHEADS”; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Explanation of Appropriation

Section 2.

Carryover. 
The funds appropriated in Section 1 of this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover until completion of the project.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to construct two separate trailheads on the Ogilvie/Baxley and Wright Preservation Parklands. The trailheads will be approximately 100 feet by 130 feet, with ADA parking, wooden perimeter fence, entrance signs, and information kiosks.
Section 4.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Purchase Agreement between the City and the Florida Department of Transportation, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference, and any extensions or modifications thereof.
Section 5.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2018-505-E, being the 2019-2023 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to  provide funding for the project entitled “Thomas Creek – Ogilvie-Wright Trailheads.” The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 3, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 3, Revised CIP, January 2, 2019 – TEU” and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will create an unnecessary delay in the construction of this recreational infrastructure. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2018-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2018-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 6.

Oversight.

The Department of Parks, Recreation, and Community Services shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 7.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
