RESOLUTION 2018-854
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING THE ALDERMAN PARK CIVIC ASSOCIATION ON THE OCCASION OF ITS 60TH ANNIVERSARY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Alderman Park, an area encompassing 815 homes in the Arlington area, was developed beginning in early 1955 and continuing in the mid-1960s; and


WHEREAS, in December of 1958 the Alderman Park Civic Association was incorporated to address issues of traffic and safety, zoning, neighborhood security, beautification, and the exchange of information important to the community; at 60 years old, the Civic Association is recognized as the longest continuously operating civic association in Jacksonville; and


WHEREAS, in 1971 the Alderman Park Civic Association was one of the charter members in establishing the Greater Arlington Civic Council which advocates for Arlington-area interests and protections; and

WHEREAS, the APCA has continually been involved in efforts to beautify and improve the neighborhood, including operating the Yard of the Month program to reward outstanding landscaping and maintenance, the Welcome Neighbor program to welcome new residents to the neighborhood, the Neighborhood Watch program in conjunction with the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office to promote safety, semi-annual neighborhood-wide yard/garage sales, and the Christmas luminary and yard and door decorating programs at the holidays; and

WHEREAS, involvement of and communication with residents are at the core of the Civic Association’s mission, and are exemplified by the publication of semi-annual neighborhood newsletter and a bi-annual neighborhood directory, and the establishment of 5 Core Groups to personalize contact with residents through a series of core area captains and street leaders; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends the Alderman Park Civic Association for its 60 years of effective organization and leadership of its community, and for being an outstanding example of civic activism and community pride. The City extends to the Alderman Park neighborhood and its Civic Association its best wishes for many more years of pride and success.
