Explanation of appropriation

The funding above is an appropriation of revenue from Metropolitan Park Maintenance (SF 1D4) - Dockage and Rental of City Facilities to Metropolitan Park Maintenance (SF 1D4) – Operating Expenses. The Metropolitan Park Maintenance and Improvements Fund, Section 111.120, Ordinance Code, is a permanent trust fund for all revenues received by the City in connection with admission fees for special events, rentals, dock slip rentals, equipment and service charges, and other funds from activities and events conducted or authorized by the City in Metropolitan Park. 
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in this ordinance is to provide funds for maintenance and improvements to Metropolitan Park and its various facilities, including repairs to docks and fencing, sidewalk and concrete repairs throughout the park, replacement of 10 picnic benches, supplies for repairs and maintenance, and annual mulch replacement. The dock repairs will include repairs to pedestals, plumbing, and electrical repairs. The fencing repairs will include repairs to the ornamental fencing along Docks A, B, C, and D.
